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include blank cartridges and toy cannons in which ex-
plosives are used, the type of balloons which require fire
underneath to propel the same, firecrackers, torpedoes,
skyrockets, Roman candles, Daygo bombs, sparklers or
other fireworks of like construction, and any fireworks
containing any explosive or flammable compound or any
tablets or other device containing an explosive substance.

The term ‘‘fireworks’’ shall not include toy pistols,
toy canes, toy guns, or other devices in which paper caps
containing twenty-five hundredths grains or less of ex-
plosive compound are used, providing they are so con-
structed that the hand cannot come in contact with the
cap when in place for the explosion, and toy pistol paper
caps which contain less than twenty hundredths grains
of explosive mixture, the sale and use of which shall
be permitted at all times, nor shall the term ‘* fireworks’’
include toy cannons whaich operate on the *principle of
mixing calcium carbide, weighing less than one tenth of
an ounce, and water in the reservoir of the cannon and
i which ignition results upon the creation of a spark.

The term ‘‘municipalities’’ shall include cities, bor-
oughs, incorporated towns and townships.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the Pennsylvania
State Police shall have the power, and its duty shall be,
to conduct at the Pennsylvania State Police [Training
School] Academy courses of instruction for the proper
training of persons to act as policemen for the several
political subdivisions of this Commonwealth. Subject to
the provisions of this act, the Commissioner of Penn-
sylvania State Police is hereby authorized to establish
standards of proficiency, training and discipline for
persons attending such school, and to issue certificates of
qualification to graduates of the various courses of
**instruction. The Commissioner, with the approval of
the Governor, shall employ such instructors and other em-
ployes as may be necessary for the purposes of this act.
