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(1) The employes eligible for insurance under the
policy shall be all of the employesof the employer, or
all of any classor classesthereof determinedby condi-
tions pertaining to their employment. The policy may
provide that the term “employes” shall include the em-
ployes of one or more subsidiary corporations,andthe
employes, individual proprietors, and partnersof one
or more affiliated corporations,proprietorsor partner-
shipsif thebusinessof the employerandof suchaffiliated
corporations,proprietorsor partnershipsis undercom-
mon control through stock ownershipor contract. The
policy may provide that the term “employes” shall in-
clude the individual proprietor or partners if the em-
ployer is an individual proprietor or a partnership. The
policy may provide that the term “employes” shall in-
clude retired employes. A policy issued to insure em-
ployes of a public body may provide that the term
“employes” shall include electedor appointedofficials.
