certify such appointment to the clerk of the court of
quarter sessions.

If the electors of any township shall fail to choose two
or more supervisors, or if two or more persons elected
to such offices shall neglect or refuse to serve therein,
or if vacancies shall occur in two or more such offices by
death, resignation, removal from the township, or other-
wise, the court of quarter sessions shall appoint succes-
sors upon the presentation of a petition signed by not
less than five registered electors. The successors so ap-
pointed shall hold the offices for the unexpired terms.

counties of the first class), cities of the second and third
class, boroughs, towns, townships, school districts, in-
stitution ***distriets and poor districts,’’ reenacted and
amended July 28, 1941 (P. L. 544), is amended to read:

Section 2. All such purchases involving the expendi-
ture of over [five hundred dollars ($500)] one thousand
dollars ($1000), shall be in writing, and shall be made
only after notice, by one of the political subdivisions
joining therein, once a week for two weeks in one or
more newspapers of general circulation published in the
political subdivision advertising the same. All plans
and specifications shall be placed on file by each of the
political subdivisions joining in such purchase at least
fifteen days in advance of opening bids.
