Section 1707.1. Joint School System Operated by
Union or MergedSchoolDistricts and Other Districts.—
If one or more of/the districts operating a joint school
systemfails to unite with the other memberdistricts in
the formation of a union or mergedschool district, the
joint school organizationshall continue in operationas
a joint school systemof the newly formed union or
mergedschooldistrict and theremaining districts unless
discontinuedunder the provisionsof section 1708, and
the severalschool boardsconstitutingthe joint organiza-
tion shall, prior to the effective date of the union or
mergeddistrict, amendthe articles of agreementto pro-
vide for an equitable plan for the continued operation
of the joint school organization. In cases in which the
memberdistricts havefailed, by the effectivedate of the
union or mergeddistrict, to amendthe joint agreement
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establishinga satisfactorybasis of operation, the affairs
of the resulting joint schoolorganizationshall be super-
visedand directedby a joint committee,composedof one
memberfrom each school board of the original school
districtsoperatingthe joint organization.
