AN ACT

Amendingthe act of March 17, 1921 (P. L. 32), entitled “An act
authorizing the erection and constructionby counties of me-
moiial halls in memory of the soldiers,sailors, and marinesof
such counties;providing for an election to determinewhether
such hall shall be erected; providing for the purchase and
condemnation of property for such purposes; regulating the
use of suchhalls; and providing for the maintenanceand care
of the same, by a board of control, at the expenseof the
county,” requiringmemorialhalls to contain roomsfor meetings
of the Italian American World War Veteransof the United
States, Incorporated, and further regulating the composition
of the board of control of the memorialhall.

public meetingsand patriotic~therings by the consent
of the boardof control hereinprovidedfor. Suchmemo-
rial hall shall also contain rooms for meetings of posts
of the GrandArmy of the Republic,encampmentsof the
Union Veteran Legion, commanderies of the Loyal
Legion, camps of Sons of Veterans,Wdmen’s Relief
Corps,Ladiesof the GrandArmy of the Republic,chap-
tersof the Daughtersof the Revolution,organizationsof
the Spanish-AmericanWar andPhilippine In~urrectioii,
the Veteransof Foreign Wars, the American Legion,
the Italian AmericanWorld Wqr Veteransof the United
States,Incorporated, and organizationsof veterans of
all other wars in which the United Stateshas been or
may be engaged,and also rooms for the county histori-
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cal societyandfor suchcommitteesof public defenseand
welfare as may be createdby the State or as may be
approvedby the board of control hereinafterprovided
for. Suchmemorialhallsshallalso provideroom for the
display and preservationof relics and trophies of all
wars in which the United Stateshasbeenor may be en-
gaged,photographs,paintings,and portraits,busts,and
statuesof the soldiers,sailors, and marinesof the said
counties, and mural tablets, upon which shall be in-
scribedthe namesof suchsoldiers,sailors,and marines.
Such memorialhalls shall also contain waiting and rest
roomswith lavatoriesattached.

Board of Control. Section 6. A board of control is hereby created,
which shall have chargeof all mattersrelating to such
memorial hall, and shall have the care thereof. The
board shall be composedof three memberschosenby
membersof the GrandArmy of the Republic,threemem-
berschosenby membersof campsof Spanish-American
War Veterans, threemembersto be chosenby members
of the Veteransof Foreign Wars, three membersto be
chosenby Italian AmericanWorld War Veteransof the
United States,Incorporated, and threemembersto be
chosenby membersof the AmericanLegion. The judges
of the court of common pleasand the county commis-
sioners shall be cx officio membersof the boardof con-
trol. The selectedmembersof the boardshall serveone
year, when their successorsshall be selected. Vacancies
occurringshall be filled by the board for the unexpired
term.

AN ACT
Amending the act of August9, 1955 (P. L. 323),entitled “An act

relating to counties of the third, fourth, fifth, •sixth, seventh
and eighth classes;amending,revising, consolidatingand chang-
ing the laws relating thereto,” authorizing appropriations to
posts of the Italian American World War Veterans of the
United States, Incorporated, to help defray the costs of
Memorial Day and Armistice Day, and authorizing,such or-
ganizations to collect, prepare and file data concerning burial
placesof military, naval and other combatpersonnelwith the
county commissioners.
