Section 1. Be it enacted,&c., That from and after
the effectivedateof this act, theSupremeCourtof Penn-
sylvania shall have the pcwer to prescribeby general
rule the forms of actions,process,writs, pleadings,and
motions,andthe practiceandprocedurein civil actions
at law and in equity for the courts of common pleas
and far the courts of quarter sessionsof every county,
for thecountycourtof AlleghenyCounty,for the munici-
pal court of Philadelphia, and for such other courts
having jurisdiction in civil actionsas theGeneralAssem-
bly shall hereafterestablish:Provided,That such rules
shall be consistentwith the Constitution of this Com-
monwealthaiid shallneitherabridge,enlargenor modify
the substantiverights of anylitigant nor thejurisdiction
of anyof the said courts,nor affectany statuteof limita-
tions.

Temporary Investmentof Township
Funds.—Theboard of commissionersshall have power
to provide for the temporaryinvestmentof moneys,in
thegeneraltownshipfund or in specialfunds,in United
Statestreasury bills and for the disposalof such securi-
ties when the moneysmay be needed,or to place such
funds in savingsaccountsor share accountsof institu-
tions insuredby the FederalDeposit InsuranceCorpora-
tion or the Federal Savingsand Loan InsuranceCor-
poration to the extentthat suchaccountsare soinsured.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
