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The jury commissionersshall each receive [sevendol-
lars and fifty cents ($7.50)] twelve dollars and fifty
cents($12.50) for eachday necessarilyemployedin the
dischargeof their duties. The said compensationshall
be paid from the county etreasuryin the samenianner
as the salary or compensationof other county officers
and employes.

The county auditors shall receive twelve dollars and
fifty cents ($12.50) for each day necessarilyemployed
in the dischargeof their duties, togetherwith six cents
(6~b)per mile circular from and to their homes,once,
eachand every day so employed.

Section 2. The act of May 12, 1887 (P. L. 95), en-
titled ‘‘An act regulating the compensationof county
auditorswithin this Commonwealth,”amendedJune21,
1947 (P. L. 851), is repealedin so far as it applies to
countiesof the seventhclass.

The act of June 28, 1955 (P. L. 206), entitled “An
act fixing the compensationandmileageof county audi-
tors in countiesof the sixth, seventhand eighthclasses,’’
is repealedin so far as it appliesto countiesof the sev-
enthclass.

All acts and partsof acts, general,local and special, General repeal.

are repealedin so far as they are inconsistentherewith.

Section 3. This act shall become effective and ap- 1~ffectivedate.

plicableto all of the pertinentcounty officers who shall
begin a term of office on or after the first I~Iondayof
January,1960.

AN ACT

Amending the act of June 25, 1947 (P. L. 971), entitled “An act
relating to the annual salaries and compensationof certain
county officers of counties of the eighth class,” increasing the
annual salariesof certain county officers in counties of the
eighth class.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwea]thof Penn-
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1, act of June 25, 1947 (P. L.
971), entitled “An act relating to the annual salaries
and compensationof certain county officers of counties
of the eighth class,” amendedAugust 19, 1953 (P. L.
1176), is amendedto read:

Section 1. The annual salaries of the following
county officers of countiesof the eighth class shall be
as follows:

(a) Thesheriff, in countieshavingapopulationof less
than twelve thousand(12,000), [two thousandtwo hun-
dreddollars ($2,200)] threethousandfour hundreddol-
lars ($3,400); and in countieshaving a population of
twelve thousand(12,000) andmore, but lessthantwenty
thousand(20,000), [two thousandeight hundreddollars
($2,800)] threethousandnine hundreddollars ($3,900).

(b) The county commissioners,in counties having a
population of less than twelve thousand (12,000), [one
thousandfive hundreddollars ($1,500)] two thousand
three hundred dollars ($2,300) each,and in counties
having a population of twelve thousand (12,000) and
more, [two thousanddollars ($2,000)] three thousand
dollars ($3,000) each.

(c) The district attorney, in countieshavinga popu-
lation of less than twelve thousand(12,000), [one thou-
sandtwo hundreddollars ($1,200)] two thousandfour
hundred dollars ($2,400); and in counties having a
populationof twelve thousand (12,000) andmore, [but
less than twenty thousand(20,000),one thousandeight
hundreddollars ($1,800)] two thousandeight hundred
dollars ($2,800).

(d) The county auditorsshall each receiveten dol-
lars ($10) for eachdaynecessarilyemployedin the dis-
chargeof their duties.

(e) The jury commissionersshall eachreceive[seven
dollars andfifty cents ($7.50)] twelve dollars and fifty
cents ($12.50) for eachday necessarilyemployedin the
dischargeof their duties. The said compensationshall
be paid from the county treasuryin the samemanner
as the salaryor compensationof other county officers
and employes.

Section 2. All acts and parts of acts, general,local
andspecial,are repealedin so far as they are inconsist-
ent herewith.

Section 3. Thisact shall takeeffect immediatelyand
shall be applicable to all pertinentcounty officers who
shall begin a term of office after the first Monday of
January,1960.
