AN ACT

Amending the act of April 23, 1956 (P. L. 1510), entitled, as
amended,“An act providing for the preventionandcontrol of
communicableandnon-communicablediseasesincluding venereal
diseases,fixing responsibility for diseasepreventionandcontrol,
requiring reports of diseases,and authorizing treatment of
venereal diseases,and providing for premarital and prenatal
blood tests; amending, revising and consolidating the laws
relating thereto; andrepealingcertain acts,”allowing the court
appointed physiciansand physiciansof penal institutions to
make examinationsfor venerealdisease.

Law of 1955, is amendedto read:

Section 8. Venereal Disease.—
(a) Any persontaken into custodyandchargedwith

any crime involving lewd conductor a sex offense, or
any personto whom the jurisdiction of a juvenile court
attaches,may be examinedfor a *venerealdiseaseby a
qualified physicianappointedby the departmentor by
the local boardor departmentof healthor appointedby
thecourt having jurisdiction over the personso charged.

(b) Any personconvictedof a crime or pendingtrial,
who is confinedin or committed to any State or local
penalinstitution, reformatoryor any otherhouseof cor-
rection or detention,may be examinedfor venerealdis-
easeby a qualified physician appointedby the depart-
ment or by the local boardor departmentof health or
by the attending physicianof the institution, if any.

(c) Any such personsnotedin paragraph(a) or (b)
of this section found, upon such examination,to be in-
fected with any venerealdiseaseshall be given appro-
priate treatmentby duly constitutedhealth authorities
or their deputiesor by the attending physicianof the
institution, if any.

Act effective Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
