Appropriation of
tax money to
police and fire-
men’s pension
funds.

Amending the act of July 3, 1947 (P. L. 1242), entitled “An act
relating to police and firemen’s pensionfunds in cities of the
secondclassA, and directingsuch cities to appropriatecertain
moneysthereto,and requiring reportsand audits,” authorizing
additional appropriationsby cities to police and firemen’s
pensionfunds.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section1, actof July 3, 1947 (P. L. 1242),
entitled ‘‘An actrelatingto policeand firemen’spension
funds in cities of the secondclassA, and directingsuch
cities to appropriatecertain moneys thereto, and re-
quiring reportsand audits,” is amendedto read:

Section 1. There shall be paid over, as hereinafter
provided, to the organizationor associationconstituting
andhaving in chargethe distribution of police andfire-
men’spensionfunds in everycity of the secondclassA,
three per centum (3%) of all city taxes collected by
the city, other than taxes levied to pay interest on or
to extinguishthe debt of the city, or any part thereof,
to be divided equally betweenthe police and firemen’s
associatiOnor organization. In addition to the threeper
centum(3%) of city taxesrequired to be paid pursuant
to this section,moneysshall be appropriated by cities
of the secondclass A to organizationsand associations
distributing police and firemen’s pension funds, when-
evernecessaryto enablethe organizationsor associations
to pay the amountsof minimumpensionsprescribedby
act of Assembly,pursuant to section 11 of article III.
of the Constitutionof Pennsylvania.
