AN ACT

Amending the act of April 29, 1959’ (P. L. 58), entitled “An act
consolidatingand revising the Vehicle Code,the Tractor Code,
the Motor Vehicle Financial ResponsibilityAct and other acts
relating to the ownership,possessionand use of vehicles and
tractors,” prescribingpenaltiesfor operatorswho fail to notify
the Departmentof Revenueof a changeof addresswithin the
time requiredby law andchangingthe time within which such
notification must be given.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-

sylvania herebyenactsas follows:
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6~3,act Section 1. Section 613, act of April 29, 1959 (P. L.

anieded.L. ~ 58), known as “The Vehicle Code,“is amendedto read:

Section 613. Duplicate License Cards.—(a)In the
eventthat an operator’slicenseor learner’spermit shall
be lost or destroyed,or becomeillegible, the personto
whom the same was issuedshallmakeapplication to the
department,upon a form furnishedby the department,
accompaniedby the fee providedin this act, for a dupli-
catethereof.

(b) No owneror operatorof amotorvehicleor tractor
shall besubjectto a fine for the reasonthat an operator’s
license or learner’spermit is lost, if he makesaffidavit
that the samewas lost or stolen within the period of
twenty (20) days preceding,and that application for
duplicateoperator‘s licenseor learner’spermitwasmade
within forty-eight (48) hours after discovery of loss
of same.

(c) In the event of a changeof name or addressof
theoperator,asappearingon the operator’scard,it shall
be the duty of such operatorto notify the department
within [forty-eight (48) hours] fifteen (15) daysof such
changeof nameor address.

Penalty.—Anypersonviolating any of the provisions
of subsection(a) or of subsection(c) of this section,shall,
upon summary conviction before a magistrate,be sen-
tenced to pay a fine of five dollars ($5.00) and costs of
prosecution,and,in defaultof the paymentthereof,shall
undergoimprisonmentfor notmorethan three (3) days.
