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all bonus,taxes and chargesdue to the Commonwealth
and the return for cancellation of the corporation’s
certificate of authority or the filing of proof that it has
been lost or destroyed,the Departmentof State upon
paymentof the filing fee shall cancel the certificate of
authority, if any, and shall issue to the corporation or
its representativea certificate of withdrawal. Upon the
issuanceof the certificate of withdrawal, the authority
of the corporation to do businesswithin this Common-
wealth shall ceaseand determine. The issuanceof such
certificate shall not affect any action pendingat the time
thereof or affect any right of action upon any contract
made by such corporation in the Commonwealthbefore
the i~ssuanccof the certificate. Process against the
corporation in any action upon any liability or obliga-
tion incurred within this Commonwealthbefore the
issuanceof suchcertificatemaybe servedthereafterupon
the Secretaryof the Commonwealth.

AN ACT

To validate and quiet the title to landsand buildings heretofore
sold by boards of school directors at public auction without
full compliancewith provisions of law authorizing such sales.

To quiet title. The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Whenever any board of school directors
shall haveheretoforesold any unusedand unnecessary
lands andbuildings by public auction,the sale of which
by public auction is authorizedunder the provisions of
the school laws of the Commonwealth,and such board
of schooldirectorshasreceivedthe purchaseprice, then
suchsaleshall bevalid andbinding on theschooldistrict,
andall deedsor conveyancesgiven by the schooldistrict
for any such lands and buildings are hereby ratified,
confirmed andvalidated, and such purchasersand their
respectiveheirs, successorsand assigns shall hold and
may convey such titles and estatesindefeasiblyas to
any rights of the school districts therein, notwithstand-
ing the fact that the noticeof the public auctionwasnot
publishedin the legal newspaperin the county, or by
posting of handbills, nor over the exact period of time
prescribedby law in oneor morenewspapersof general
circulation published within the county or the school
district, andnotwithstandingthe fact that the termsand
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conditions of said saleswere not fixed by the board of
school directorsin the motion or resolution authorizing
said sales:Provided,That noticeof suchpublic auctions
was published in one or more newspapersof general
circulation publishedwithin the county or the school
district for at least three times before the date fixed
for said sales,each time being in a different week, and
providing that the terms and conditions of said sales
were fixed by the board of school directorsprior to the
holdingof suchsales,andprovidingalsothat all the other
requirementsof law concerningthe authorization,adver-
tising andholding of suchsalehavebeencompliedwith.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately. ~

AN ACT
Amending the act of May 31, 1945 (P. L. 1198),entitled “An act

providing for the conservationand improvementof land affected
in connection with the mining of bituminous coal by the open
pit mining method; regulating such mining; and providing
penalties,” changing penalties in regards to certain actions
relating to registration and furnishing of bonds.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows: Conservation

Act.

Section 1. Section 16, act of May 31, 1945 (P. Li.
1198),known as the “Bituminous Coal OpenPit Mining
ConservationAct,” amendedMay 10, 1956 (P. Li. 1562),
is amendedto read:

Section 16. Exceptasprovidedin sectionfour of this
act, any operator who proceedsto mine bituminous
coal by the open pit mining method without having
receiveda registrationcertificate,as hereinprovided, or
who proceedsto mine bituminous coal by the open pit
mining methodwithoutsecuringanamendedregistration
certificate, or who fails to register and secure a new
registrationcertificate, as herein provided, or who pro-
ceedsto mine bituminous coal by the open pit mining
method without having furnished the proper bond, as
herein provided, or who has intentionally filed false
information in the application for a registrationcer-
tificate, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor,and upon con-
viction, shall be sentencedto pay a fine of not less than
five hundreddollars ($500.00)or not exceedingfive thou-
sand dollars ($5000.00),or imprisonmentin the county
jail for a period not exceedingthree months, or both.
