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(5) Improvementof StatisticalServicesof StateEdu-
cationalAgencies—Theimprovementand strengthening
of (i) the adequacyand reliability of educational sta-
tistics providedby State and local reportsand records,
and (ii) the methodsand techniquesfor collecting and
processingeducationaldataand disseminatinginforma-
tion and statistics. Grants for this purpose shall be
equal to one-half of the cost except that the Federal
Government’s portion may not exceed fifty thousand
dollars ($50,000) for any fiscal year. The servicesto be
carriedout include (i) improving the collection, analysis
andreportingof statisticaldatasuppliedby local educa-
tional units, (ii) the developmentof accountingand re-
porting manualsto serve as guidesfor local educational
units, (iii) the conduct of conferencesand training for
personnelof local educationalunits and of periodic re-
views and evaluationof the program for records and
reports, (iv) improving methods for obtaining from
other State agencieswithin the State educational data
not collectedby the Stateeducationalagency,or (v) ex-
pediting the processing and reporting of st~atistical
data through installation and operationof mechanical
equipment.

The State Treasureris herebydesignatedas custodian
of the Federalappropriationsand shall receive money
paid to the Statefrom the United StatesTreasuryunder
the provisionsof said act of Congress,and shallpay out
the same upon the warrant of the Auditor General of
the Statewhenthe sameis certified by the State Council
of Education or the StateBoard for VocationalEduca-
tion or the designatedofficial representatives.

Section 3. This act shall take cffcct immediately.

Section 1. Section 702, act of May 1, 1933 (P. L.
103), known as “The Second Class Township Code,”
reenactedand amendedJuly 10, 1947 (P. L. 1481), is
amendedby adding,at the end,a new clauseto read:

Section 702. Supervisors to Exercise Powers.—The
corporatepowers of townshipsof the secondclassshall
be exercisedby the townshipsupervisors.Whereno spe-
cific authority is given for the expendituresincident to
the exerciseof anypower hereinafterconferred,or where
no specific fund is designatedfrom which suchexpendi-
tures shall be made, appropriationsfor such expendi-
tures shallbe madeonly from the generaltownshipfund.
In addition to the duties imposedupon them by section
516 hereof, they shallhavepower—

*LI. Historical Property.—Toacquire by purchase
or by gift, and to repair, supervise,operateandmaintain
ancient landmarks and other property of historical or
antiquarianinterest.

Section 2. Subsection(a) of section2053 of the act,
addedJuly 13, 1953 (P. L. 404), is amendedto read:

Section 2053. Development Plan; Adoption.—(a)
The planningcommissionshallprepareandadopta plan
of developmentfor the township. The plan, with accom-
panyingmaps, charts,drawingsand descriptivematter,
**shall showthe commission’srecommendationfor thede-
velopment of the township. It may show the commis-
sion‘s recommendationsfor the most desirable use of
land for agricultural,residential,recreational,historical,
commercial,industrial and otherpurposes;for the most
desirabledensityof populationin the severalpartsof the
townships;for a systemof principal thoroughfares,park-
ways,bridges,streetsandotherpublic ways; for, airports,
parks, playgroundsand public grounds; for the location
or preservationof ancientlandmarksand other property
of historical or antiquarianinterest; for the generalloca-
tion and extent of facilities for water, sewage,light,
power, transit and other purposes,whetherpublicly or
privately owned; for the generallocation, characterand
extent of community centersand neighborhoodunits;
and for the replanningof blighted andslum areas;for
the extentand location of public projects;andfor such
other thingsas, in the opinion of the commission,are of
public concern.
