Section 1310. Assignmentof Pupils to Schools.—The
boardof schooldirectorsof every school district or joint
school shall, for the purposeof designatingthe schools
to be attendedby the several pupils in the district or
area served by the joint board, subdivide the district
or joint school in such mannerthat all the pupils in
the district shall be assignedto, and reasonablyaccom-
modated in, one of the public schools in the district
or joint school. The boardof school directorsmay,upon
causeshown,permit any pupil or pupils in any school
district to attend such other school in the district as
the board may deemproper, or may classify andassign
the pupils in the district to anyschoolor schoolstherein
as it may deembest, in order to properly educatethem.
Wheneverany child or children of compulsory school
age have their residencemore than two (2) miles by
the nearestpublic highway from the school within the
district to which they havebeenassigned,andfree trans-
portationfor suchchild or childrento a schoolwithin the
district is not provided,and thereis a school in session
in some other district in the Commonwealth within
two (2) miles by the nearestpublic highwayof the resi-
dence of such child or children, the board of school
directorsshall, with the consentof the board of school
directorsof such other district, reassignsuch child or
children to such school in the other district, and shall
pay to said district the tuition chargeprovided for by
this act. This provision shall include in like manner
assignmentto high schoolsin the caseof pupils of com-
pulsory school age who are qualified to be enrolled in
such high schools. It shall be unlawful for any school
directors, superintendent,or teacherto makeany dis-
tinction whatever, on account of, or by reasonof, the
race or color of any pupil or scholar who may be iii

attendanceupon, or seekingadmissionto, any public
school maintainedwholly or in part under the school
laws of the Commonwealth.
