Section 3. Payment of Summary Conviction Costs

by County.—

(a) In everycaseof summaryconviction in which the
evidenceis not sufficient to convict and the defendant
is dismissed,the costs or fees thereof shall be paid by
the county if the prosecutoris a police officer engaged
as suchin the employ of this Commonwealthor of any
of its political subdivisions.In all other cases,the costs
shall be paid by the prosecutoror by the defendantif
so permittedby law.

(b) In every case of summary conviction in which
the defendantis convicted and sentencedto jail in de-
fault of the payment of the fine and costsor fees im-
posed,the costs or fees of prosecutionshall be paid by
the county.

(c) In no caseshall the county pay any such costs
unless the transcript of the proceedingsis delivered to
the office of the county commissionerswithin thirty days
after the hearing.
