AN ACT

Creating a Bituminous Mire Law Study Commission for the pur-
pose of making a study and investigation of all laws relating
to underground bitumincus coal mines and the preparation of
a modern code relating thereto.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. There is hereby created a commission to
be known as the ‘‘Bituminous Mine Law Study Commis-
sion,’’ which shall consist of seven members, one of whom
shall be the Secretary of Mines and Mineral Industries,
three of whom shall represent the bargaining agent of the
soft coal mining industry, and three of whom shall repre-
sent the bituminous operators. The Governor shall ap-
point the members representing the operators from a
panel of at least five names submitted by the under-
ground bituminous coal ‘mine operators of the Common-
wealth. The Governor shall appoint the members repre-
senting the bargaining agent of the soft coal mining
industry from a panel of at *least five names submitted
by the collective bargaining agency for mine employes
in the bituminous coal mines of the Commonwealth.
The members of the comraission shall serve without com-
pensation. Vacancies ocecurring in the membership of
the commission shall be filled by appointment by the
Governor in the same menner as original appointments
are made.

Section 2. It shall be the duty of the commission to
make a complete study and investigation of the existing

laws of the Commonwealta relating to underground pro-
duction and mining of bituminous coal for the purpose

of revising, codifying and modernizing the laws to the
end that miners employed in bituminous coal mines are
afforded the greatest degree of protection and safety
consistent with modern methods and machinery avail-
able in such industry.

Section 3. The commission shall require and secure
the cooperation of the Department of Mines and Mineral
Industries, its engineers, experts, clerks, stenographers
and other employes as may be deemed necessary to carry
out the work of the commission, and all State officials
who are charged with any duties and responsibilities re-
lating to the administration and enforcement of the ex-
isting laws relating to bituminous coal mines.

Section 4. The commission shall make a report to the
Governor and to the General Assembly during the 1959
session of the General Assembly, or during the next sub-
sequent regular session of the General Assembly follow-
ing the 1959 session, together with a draft on such pro-
posed legislation as it deems necessary to carry its
recommendations into effect. Such report and proposed
legislation shall be made with the concurrence of each
of the seven members of the commission. If unanimous
concurrence cannot be achieved, the commission shall
make no report or recommendations to the Governor or
to the General Assembly. The existence of the commis-
sion shall terminate upon the making of its report or,
if no report is made, at the final adjournment of the next
subsequent regular session of the General Assembly fol-
lowing the 1959 session.

Defining and providing for the licensing of adult day care centers;
conferring powers and imposing duties on the Department of
Public Welfare.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Short Title—This aet shall be known,
and may be cited, as the ‘‘ Adult Day Care Center License
Aect.”

Section 2. Definitions.—As used in this act:
