Amending the act of May 11, 1911 (P. L. 279), entitled “An act
relating to the time and manner of taking exceptions in any
case, civil or criminal, in any court of record in this Common-
wealth; to the effect thereof; to transcribing the evidence taken
upon the trial of any case; to the correction and perfection of
such transcript for the purposes of review; and providing that
exceptions need not be taken where the decision of the court
appears in the proceedings of a case,” further providing for the
taking of exceptions to ruling of the trial judge.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Seection 1, act of May 11, 1911 (P. L.
279), entitled ‘‘ An act relating to the time and manner
of taking exceptions in any case, civil or criminal, in
any court of record in this Commonwealth ; to the effect
thereof; to transcribing the evidence taken upon the
trial of any case; to the correction and perfection of
such transeript for the purposes of review; and pro-
viding that exceptions need not be taken where the de-
cision of the court appears in the proceedings of a case,”’
amended July 20, 1953 (P. L. 552), is amended to read:
