(7) For the purpose of matching money contributed
by industry to the College of Mineral Industries for re-
search and investigation of long-range problems affecting
the mineral industries, the sum of fifty-seven thousand
five hundred dollars ($57,500). No more shall be ex-
pended from this item than may be required to match an
equal sum contributed to the University by one or
more industries for such research and investigation.
Affidavits evidencing such contributions shall be sub-
mitted by the University to the Auditor General.

(8) For the use of the School of Agriculture for ex-
penditure by the Agriculture Experiment Station for
the erection of experimental mushroom houses and re-
search in the communicable diseases of mushrooms and
other phases of the mushroom industry, the sum of fifty
thousand dollars ($50,000).

(9) For the use of the School of Agriculture for ex-
penditure by the Agriculture Experiment Station for
research and investigation of mastitis in dairy cattle.
the sum of fifty thousand dollars ($50,000).

AN ACT -

Amending the act of April 28, 1937 (P. L. 417), entitled “An act
relating to milk and the products thereof; creating a Milk
Control Commission; establishing its jurisdiction, powers and
duties; regulating the production, transportation, manufactur-
ing, processmg, storage, distribution, delivery and sale of milk
and certain products thereof; prov1dmg for the licensing of
milk dealers and the payment of fees therefor, requiring milk
dealers to file bonds to secure payment for milk to producers
and certain milk dealers; authorizing the holding of hearings
and the issuance of subpoenas by the commission; conferring
jurisdiction upon courts to punish contempts and to prohibit
violations of this act and of rules, regulations and orders of the
commission; authorizing the commission to adopt rules, regu-
lations and orders, and to enter into interstate and Federal
compacts; requiring persons who weigh, measure, sample or
test milk to procure permits or certificates, to take examina-
tions, to pay fees therefor, to furnish certain notices, records
and statements, and to use certain methods of weighing, meas-
uring, sampling and testing; authorizing the commission to
examine the business papers and premises of milk dealers, and
producers, requiring the keeping of records and the filing of
reports by milk dealers, and permitting with limitations, the
use of information obtained thereby; authorizing the commis-
sion to fix prices for milk and certain milk products subject

Law.

LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA,

to the approval of the Governor, and conferring certain powers
upon the Governor with respect thereto; providing for appeals
to the courts from decisions of the commission, and for the
burden of proof upon such appeals; prescribing penalties, fines
and imprisonment for violations of this act and rules, regula-
tions and orders of the commission; defining perjury; defining
remedies; repealing legislation supplied and superseded by this
act, and saving rights, duties and proceedings thereunder; and
making appropriations,” further regulating cash sales of milk on
farms.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 4102, act of April 28, 1937 (P. L.
417), known as the ‘‘Milk Control Law,”” amended July
24, 1941 (P. L. 443), is amended to read:

Section 402. Milk Dealers or Handlers Subject to
Iixemption.—The comm ssion may, by official order, ex-
empt from the license requirements provided by this act
milk dealers or handlers who purchase or handle milk in
a total quantity not exce:ding one thousand five hundred
pounds in any month, and milk dealers or handlers sell-
ing milk in any quantity only in markets of a population
of one theusand, or less, for local consumption. The
commission may, by official order, exempt stores, or any
class thereof, from the lizense requirements provided by
this act, and shall exempt stores selling milk, all of which
has been purchased or acquired from a licensed milk
dealer or handler. However, milk dealers or handlers
exempted by this section from the license requirements
of this act shall continue to be subject to all the other
provisions of this act rela:ing to miltk dealers or handlers:
Provided, however, That in cash sales of milk [not ex-
ceeding two gallons to any one consumer in any one
day, at the farms *of producers] to consumers in con-
tainers owned and provided by the consumer, if he shall
have produced all the milk on the farm where sold and
such milk has at no titme left the producer’s farm prior
to its sale to the consumer and he shall have meither
purchased mnor receiwed 'milk from other producers or
handlers and his total saies to consumers do not exceed
two gollons to any one consumer in any one day, the
[producers] producer so selling milk shall be exempt
from the provisions of this act.
