AN ACT

To provide temporarysupplementalretirement benefits for cer-
tain annuitants of the State Employes’ Retirement System,
creating a special fund ic, the custody of the State Treasurer,
imposingdutieson the St~teEmployes’RetirementBoard, and
making an appropriation.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts is follows:

Section 1. Any former contributor to the StateEm-
ployes’ RetirementSystemwho is in receiptof a super-
annuationretiremental~owanceas of January1, 1960,
and any contributor to the StateEmployes’ Retirement
System whose superannuationretirement shall become
effective during the periodJanuary1, 1960, to May 31,
1961, shall be entitled to receive a’ supplementalState
annuity during the period beginning January1, 1960,
or dateof superannuationretirement,whicheveris later,
and ending May 31, 1961. Such supplementalState
annuity shall be equivalentto the amountby which the
superannuationretirementallowance prior to any op-
tiona~modification to which he is entitled under the
laws governingthe State Employes’RetirementSystem
is less than fifty dollars ~$50) for eachyearof credited
service: Provided, howe~Ter,That the sum of (a) the
retirementallowanceprior to optional modification pay-
able under the laws governingthe State Employes’ Re-
tirement System,(b) an:~rsocial security old ageinsur-
ancebenefit (primary insuranceamount) attributableto
service as a State emplcye, and (c) the supplemental
State annuity shall not exceedone thousandeight hun-
dreddollars ($1,800) peryear.

Section 2. It shallbetheduty of theStateEmploycs’
RetirementBoard to preparean initial list of eligible
annuitantsand monthly supplementstheretowhich shall
show the amount of the supplementalStateannuity pay-
able to each annuitant. The retirement board shall
submit requisitionsto the Auditor Generalaccordingto
the provisions of section 3 of this act.

funds or moneys of the Commonwealthand shall be
usedand administeredexclusively for the payment of
benefitsunder this act.

(c) From the fund createdby this act, the State
Treasurer shall pay, monthly, upon warrant of the
Auditor General,pursuantto requisitionsreceivedfrom
theStateEmployes’ RetirementBoard,the supplemental
retirementallowanceprovidedfor in section1 of this act.

(d) The cost of administration of this act shall be
borneby the State Employes’ RetirementBoard.

Section 4. For the purposesof this act the sum of
three hundred thousand dollars ($300,000) is hereby
appropriated.

Amendingthe act of May 22, 1935 (P. L. 233), entitled “An act
creatingand establishinga fund for the care,maintenance,and
relief of aged,retired, and disabledemployeesof the Bureau of
