dred fifty census. Directors to be electedat large shall
be elected after a director has been elected from each
component municipality [entitled to representation
under subsection(a) of this section].

Unlawful Coercionin ContractingIn-
surance.—Whoever,being engagedin the businessof
financingthe purchaseof real or personalpropertyor of
lending moneyon the securityof realor personalprop-
erty, requires,as a condition precedentto financingthe
purchaseof suchproperty,or to lending moneyupon the
security of a mortgagethereon,or as a condition pre-

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requisite for the renewalor extensionof any such loan
or mortgage,or for tl~.eperformanceof any other act
in connectiontherewith, that the personfor whom such
purchaseis to be financed,or to whom the money is to
be loaned,or for whom such extension,renewalor other
act is to be grantedor performed, shall negotiateany
policy of insurance oj renewal thereof covering such
property, or with the exception of a group creditor
policy any policy cov~ringthe life or health of such
person,through a particular insurancecompany,agent
or broker, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor,and,upon
conviction thereof,shall be sentencedto pay a fine not
exceedingone thousanddollars ($1000), and in the case
of individuals or the responsibleofficers, agentsor em-
ployes of a corporation,partnershipor association,to
undergoimprisonmentnot exceedingone (1) year, or
both.

Nothing containeditt this section shall prevent any
personfrom approving or disapproving the insurance
companyselectedto underwrite such insurance.
