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may be of any size the operator deems best suited to his
purposes so long as the premises used are surrounded
by a tight woven wire fence with a maximum mesh of
one inch and not less than [six] five feet high.

tives, the President Pro Tempore of the Senate, the
Minority Leader of the Senate, the Minority Leader of
the House of Representatives, their respective successors
in office, and [five] four citizens of Pennsylvania to be
appointed by the Governor.
