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or superannuationretirement allowance or withdrawn’
his accumulateddeductions,shallbe consideredas having
elected to receive the actuarial equivalent of his full
withdrawalallowanceor superannuationallowanceunder
Option 1, as the casemay be,as providedin section 404
of this article, as of the dateof hisdeath. In suchevent,
paymentunderOption 1 shall be madeto the beneficiary
designatedin the nominationof beneficiaryform by the
member and filed with the retirement board. If said
beneficiary has pre-deceasedthe contributor, payment
underOption 1 shall be madeto the legal representative
of such contributor.

(3) SpecialClassesor SchoolsEstablishedandMain-
tamedby SchoolDistricts. The county or district super-
intendent of schoolsshall submit, to the board or boards
of schooldirectors,plansfor establishingandmaintaining
by the district or districtsunderhis supervision,special
classesin the public schoolsor specialpublic schools in
the mannerprovided in the approvedplan. Exceptas
hereinotherwiseprovided, it shall be the duty of the
board of school directorsof any district to provideand
maintain,or to jointly provideandmaintainwith neigh-
boring districts, specialclassesor schools in accordance
with the approvedplan.

In addition to the aboveand in accordancewith. rules
and regulationsprescribedby the Departmentof Public
Instruction,homeboundinstructionshall be providedfor
children confined in detention homes as provided in
section7, act of June2, 1933 (P. L. 1433),as amended,
for the period of their confinement,if their confinement
exceedsor is expectedto exceedten days,even though
such,childrenare not mentallyor physicallyhandicapped.
