Section 1. The Departmentof Military Affairs, with

the approvalof the Governor, is herebyauthorizedand
directedto commissionposthumouslyJohnW. Mcbane
as a Brigadier General in the PennsylvaniaNational
Guard.

~3~Of Section 2. The commissionshall be depositedin the
public school in McLane, Erie County, Pennsylvania,
namedas a memorial to Brigadier General John W.
McLane.

AN ACT

Amending the act of May 4, 1927 (P. L. 519), entitled “An act
concerningboroughs,and revising, amending,and consolidating
the law relating to boroughs,”exempting certainappointeesin
police and fire forces from civil service examination.

The Borough The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
ode. sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1186, act of May 4, 1927 (P. L.
519), known as “The Borough Code,” reenactedand
amendedJuly 10, 1947 (P. L. 1621),is amendedto read:

Section1186. [Present]Certain EmployesExempted.
—All appointmentsin the police or fire forces of bor-
oughs,including the chief of police or equivalentofficial,
[upon the effectivedateof this act] prior to the creation
of a commission,shall continueto hold their positions
andshallnotbe requiredto takeany examinationunder
the provisionsof this act, exceptsuchas maybe required
for promotion:Provided,however,That this sectionshall
not be construedto apply to persons employed tem-
porarily in emergencycases.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
