Appropriating Money to Assist Polit-
ical Subdivisionsand Municipality Authorities for Air-
ports.—The county commissionersof any county may
appropriatemoneys to assistany city, borough, town,
townshipor other political subdivision,or municipality
airport authority, within suchcounty or within any ad-
jacentcounty to acquire,establish,operatearidmaintain
any and all air navigationfacilities.
