SESSION OF 1961.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The Department of Property and Sup-
plies, with the approval of the Governor and subject to
the conditions hereinafter set forth, is authorized on be-
half of the Commonwealth to lease, for such considera-
tion as shall be agreeable to the Department of Prop-
erty and Supplies, such portions of land at the Dixmont
State Hospital, Allegheny County, under the jurisdic-
tion of the Department of Public Welfare, as may be
necessary to establish facilities for deepwater mooring
of barges by cable and dead-man.

Section 2. No lease shall be entered into unless the
lessee stipulates that the activities he is to carry on will
in no way pollute the stream within the meaning of the
act of June 22, 1937 (P. L. 1987), commonly referred
to as ‘‘The Clean Streams Act,”’ and any lease entered
into shall be revocable, at the discretion of the Depart-
ment of Property and Supplies, upon the nonperform-
ance of such reasonable conditions and restrictions as
may be imposed by the Secretary of Property and
Supplies.

Section 3. The lease shall be approved by the De-
partment of Justice and shall be executed by the De-
partment of Property and Supplies in the name of the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

Section 4. This act shall take effect immediately.

Authorizing the Department of Property and Supplies to sell and
convey land situate in the Borough of Polk, Venango County,
Pennsylvania, with the approval of the Governor.
