Section 401. Boards of Trusteesof State Institu-
tions.—The boardsof trusteesof each of the State in-
stitutions hereinafter mentioned shall consist of nine
members,and the headof the departmenthavingsuper-
vision over the institution ex officio.

The terms of each memberof each such board shall
be six years,and until his successoris appointedand
qualified.

The termsof the first threemembersof all boards,the
membersof which now serve for terms of four years,
appointed by the Governoron or after the third Tuesday
of January,1959, shall expire on the third Tuesdayof
January, 1961. The terms of the next three members
appointedshallexpireon the third Tuesdayof January,
1963. The terms of the next threemembersappointed
shall expire on the third Tuesdayof January, 1965.
Their successorsand all membersof all boards,appointed
to succeedmemberswho haveservedsix year terms,shall
be appointedfor termsof six yearsfrom the dateof the
expiration of the precedingterm. Vacancieshappening
before the expiration of a term shall be filled for the
unexpiredterm.

Five membersof any such board shall constitute a
quorum.

Eachsuch boardshall annuallyelect a presidentand
vice-presidentfrom amongits members,and a secretary
and treasurerwho need not be membersof the board.
