Application for Compensation.—Applica-
tion for compensationshall be made to the Adjutant
Generalon such forms and in suchmanneras he shall
prescribe.

Applicantsshall stateon their applicationwhetheror
not they haveapplied for or receiveda bonus,gratuity
or compensation,of a naturesimilar to that providedfor
by this act, from any other statein the Union.

All applicationsshall be made, (1) personallyby the
veteran,or (2) in caseof deathor mental incompetency
preventingthe making of a personalapplication,then
by such representativeof the veteranas the Adjutant
Generalshall by regulation prescribe. An application
made by a representativeother than one authorizedby
suchregulationshall be held void.

The Adjutant Generalshallnot acceptor considerany
application filed with him after the thirty-first day of
Deeeniber.one thousandnine hundredsixty-two.

Clause 38 of section2403,act of June23,
1931 (P. L. 932), known as “The Third Class City
Code,” reenactedand amendedJune 28, 1951 (P. L.

Section 2403. Specific Powers.—~-Inaddition to other
powersgrantedby this act, the council of eachcity shall
havepower, by ordinance:

* * * * *

38. Landsfor Armory Purposes.—Toacquire,by pur-
chaseor by gift, or by the right of eminentdomain,any
land for the useof the NationalGuardof Pennsylvania;
and to convey such lands so acquired to the Common-
wealthin orderto assist.the Armory Boardin theerection
of armories. Thepowerconferredby this clauseshallnot
be exercisedto takeanychurchproperty,grave-yard,or
cemetery. Landswithin threemiles outsidethe limits of
the city may be acquired in like mannerfor the use of
the National Guard.
