The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniahereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 505, act of June 3, 1937 (P. L.
1333), known as the ‘PennsylvaniaElection Code,” reen-
actedApril 4, 1945 (P. L. 143), is amendedto read:

Section 505. Court in its Order to Appoint Election
Officers.—In all casesin which any court of quarter ses-
sionsshall makea final order for the division, redivision,
alteration, formation or consolidationof an election dis-
trict or districts, said court shall [in its order appoint],
within a reasonabletime thereafter, makean order ap-
pointing the district electionboard or boardsfor holding
elections in said district or districts, until an election
boardshall havebeenelectedaccordingto law.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Fraternal benefit
societies.

Section 9, act of
July 17, 1935,
P. L. 1092,
amendedJuly 13,
1953. P. L. 436,
further amended.

Amending the act of July 17, 1935 (P. L. 1092), entitled “An
act defining fraternal benefit societies and their status;
authorizing suchsocietiesto create subordinatelodgesand
to paybenefitsto membersandtheir beneficiariesfrom funds
collected, and regulating such benefits and collections;
providing for the organization and incorporation of such
societiesand for their supervision,regulation, and examina-
tion by the Insurance Commissioner,and for the admission
of foreign societies; designating tables of mortality as
a basis for rates of contribution; requiring all societiesto
make ~annual and other reports; and appointing the In-
suranceCommissioneras attorney for serviceof process;
providing penaltiesfor any violations of the act; exempting
suchsocietiesfrom taxation and certain other societiesfrom
its provisions; and requiring beneficial associations,other
than fraternal benefit societies,to report to and be super-
vised by the Insurance Commissioner;and repealingexist-
ing laws,” further extending the benefits that may be
provided by a fraternal benefit society.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 9, act of July 17, 1935 (P. L. 1092),
entitled “An act defining fraternal benefit societiesand
their status; authorizing such societies to create sub-
ordinatelodgesandto pay benefits to membersand their
beneficiariesfrom funds collected, and regulating such
benefits and collections; providing for the organization
and incorporation of such societiesand for their super-
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vision, regulation, and examination by the Insurance
Commissioner,andfor the admissionof foreignsocieties;
designatingtables of mortality as a basis for rates of
contribution; requiring all societiesto makeannualand
otherreports;andappointingthe InsuranceCommission-
er as attorneyfor serviceof process;providing penalties
for any violations of the act; exempting such societies
from taxation and certain other societiesfrom its pro-
visions; andrequiring beneficialassociations,other than
fraternalbenefitsocieties,to report to andbe supervised
by the InsuranceCommissioner;and repealingexisting
laws,” amendedJuly 13, 1953 (P. L. 436), is amended
to read:

Section9. Powersto Legislateand Regulate.—Every
suchsociety[shall] mayprovidefor the paymentof death
benefitson the lives of members,or upon application of a
memberon the lives of tide member’s spouseand minor
children in the same or separate certificates, and may
providefor theerectionof monumentsto markthe graves
of its deceasedmembersand shall havepower: To make,
alter, and amendits constitutionand laws for the govern-
ment of the society, to arrangefor the managementof
its affairs,theadmissionandclassificationof its members,
to control and regulateterms and conditions governing
theissuanceof its beneficiarycertificates,thecharacteror
kind of benefitspayableor allowablethereunder,and the
manner in which they are to be paid, to fix and adjust
rates of contribution, fees, or dues payableby its mem-
bersandthe allotmentof the sameto the different funds
of the society.

Nothing containedin this act shall preventa society
from using terminology that expressesthe intent and
purposeof the forms issuedto the members,exceptthat
in the contracts issuedsuch forms shall include, in con-
spicuous type on the mastheadand on the filing back
under the nameof the society, the words “A Fraternal
Benefit Society.”
