Amending the act of July 28, 1953 (P. L. 723), entitled “An act
relating to counties of the second class; amending, revising,
consolidatingand changingthe laws relating thereto,” requiring
the countycommissionersto make appropriationsand payments
to the State Employes’ RetirementFund to establish reserves
on accountof certain former county employcs.

Section 1709. Appropriation and Payment to Re-
tirement Fund.—

At their annual budget session, the county commis-
sionersshall **make such an appropriationas will en-
able them to pay,and thereshall be paid out of county
taxes and county institution district taxes, a sum of
money, eachmonth,which shall be equal to the amount
paid into the retirementfund by the county employes
during the precedingmonth in accordancewith the pro-
visions of section 1708.

The county oOnims~o’a~rs shalt appropriate such
amountsas are certified by the StateEmployes’Retire-
ment Board as necessaryto establishreserves for the
benefit of any former memberof the county employes’
retirement system,whose employmentwith the county
was terminated because of the incorporation into the
Statehighway systemof all or any counryhighways,or
sectionsthereof, bridges, tunnels, viaducts, or sections
thereto, in countiesof the secondclass,and who became
a member of the State Employes’ RetirementSystem
and who electedto receivecredit in the State Employes’
RetirementSystemfor serviceas a memberof the county
employes’ retirementsystem.Suchappropriations shall
be made at the annual budgetsessionnext succeeding
the year in whichcertification is receivedfront the State
Employes’ RetirementSystemand paymentto theState
Employes’~etirement Fund shall be madewithin ninety
(90) days of the adoption of the budget.

Act effective Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
