Section 412. StateBoard of Medical Education and
Ljcensure.—TheState Board of Medical Educationand
Licensureshall consistof sevenmembers,two of whom
shall be the Superintendentof Public Instruction and
the Secretaryof Health, [of the] the five remaining
members[one shall be appointedfrom the Medical So-
ciety of the Stateof Pennsylvania,one from the Home-
opathic Medical Society of the State of Pennsylvania,
andone from the Eclectic Medical Society of the State
of Pennsylvania. The two remaining membersshall
not be of the sameschoolor systemof practice.] shall be
appointed from the membershipor those eligible for
membershipin the PennsylvaniaMedicalSociety. The
Pennsylvaiiin Medical Society,after consultationwith
the deansof the medical schools in Pennsylvania,shall
submita list of namesto the Governorfor his considera-
tion in filling vacancieson the Board.

Eachof the five membersappointed,shall, at the time
of his appointment,be licensedandqualified under the
existinglaws of this Commonwealthto practicemedicine
and surgery, and shall havepracticed the samein this
Commonwealthfor a period of not less than ten years
prior to hisappointment. No memberof the boardshall
be a memberof the faculty of any undergraduateschool
or college or university teachingmedicineor surgery.

The termsof membersof the boardshall be four years
from the respectivedatesof their appointment.

Four membersof the boardshall constitutea quorum.
The boardshall select,from amongtheir number, a

chairman, and shall elect a secretarywho neednot be
a memberof the board.

Eachmemberof the board, other than the Superin-
tendent of Public Instruction and the Secretaryof
Health, shall receive fifteen dollars per diem, while
actuallyengagedin thework of the board. Thesecretary
shall receive such reasonablecompensationas shall be
determined by the board, with the approval of the
Superintendentof Public Instruction.
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Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately. ~

Section 729. Exemptionsfrom Fees.—
(a) No fee shall be chargedfor a certificate of title

or registrationof motor vehicles,tractors, fire depart-
ment equipment, trailers and semi-trailers owned by
and used exclusively in the performanceof the duties
of (1) the FederalGovernment, (2) any state, other
than Pennsylvania,which issuestitles or registrations
to this Commonwealthwithout charge, (3) the Common-
wealth of Pennsylvania,(4) any city, borough, incor-
porated town, township, county, county institution
district or schooldistrict of this Commonwealth,(5) the
Civil Air Patroland duly authorizedvolunteerfire force,
in the extinguishmentandpreventionof fires or in rescue
work, hospital, humanesociety, or anticruelty society
in this Commonwealth, (6) the American Red Cross,
(7) churches, (8) Girl Scouts of America, (9) Boy
Scoutsof America, (10) Salvation Army, (11) duly
charteredpostorganizationor combination of organiza-
tions of the AmericanLegion,Veteransof ForeignWars,
Philippine Pacific War Veterans, Navy Club of the
United States,United StatesArmy Ambulance Corps,
Disabled American Veterans, American Veterans of
World War II (AMVETS), the Marine CorpsLeague,
Military Order of the Purple Heart, Jewish War Vet-
erans,CatholicWar Veterans,Inc., the Italian-American
World War Veteransof the United States,Incorporated,
or United SpanishWar Veterans,of this Commonwealth,
