Amending the act of December8, 1959 (P. L. 1718),entitled “An
act providing for the payment of the salary, medical and
hospital expensesof employes of State penal and correctional
institutions, who are injured in theperformanceof their duties;
and providing benefit to their widows anddependentsin certain
cases,”extending the act to provide for payment of salary,
medical and hospital expensesof employes of State mental
hospitals,Youth Development Centersand County Boards of
Assistance,who are injured in the courseof their employment,
and of employesof the Departmentof Public Welfare injured
while fighting fires.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The title and sections 1 and 2, act of
December8, 1959 (P~L. 1718)~entitled “An ant pro-
viding for thepaymentof thesalary,medicalandhospital
expensesof employes of State penal and correctional
institutions,who are injured in the performanceof their
duties; and providing benefit to their widows and de-
pendentsin certaincases,”areamendedto read:

An Act
Providing for the paymentof the salary, medical and

hospital expensesof employesof Statepenaland cor-
rectional iri:stitutions, State mental hospitals, Youth
DevelopmentCenters,County Boards of Assistance,
and under certain conditions other employes of the
Departmentof Public Welfare, who are injured in
the performanceof their duties; andproviding benefit
to their widows and dependentsin certain cases.

Section 1. Any employeof a State penal or correc-
tional institution underthe Bureauof Correctionof the
Departmentof Justiceandany employeof a Statemental
hospital or YouthDevelopmentCenterunder theDepart-
mentof Public Welfare,who is injured during thecourse
of his employmentby an act of anyinmateor any person
confined in such institution or by any personwho has
beencommittedto such institution by any court of the

* “monies” in original.
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Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaor by any provision of
the “Mental Health Act” and any employeof County
Boards of Assistanceinjured by act of an applicant
for or recipient of public assistanceand any employe
of the Departmentof Public Welfare who has been
assignedto or who hasvolunteeredto join the fire fight-
ing force of any institution of the Departmentof Public
Welfare injured while carrying out fire fighting duties,
shall be paid, by the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,
his full salary,until the disability arising therefromno
longerpreventshis returnas anemployeof suchdepart-
ment,boardor institutionat asalaryequalto thatearned
by him at thetime of his injury.

All medicaland hospitalexpensesincurredin connec-
tion with any such injury shall be paid by the Com-
monwealthof Pennsylvaniauntil the disability arising
from such injury no longer preventshis return as an
employeof such department,board or institution at a
salaryequal to that earnedby him at the time of his
injury.

During the time salary for such disability shall be
paid by the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaany work-
men’scompensationreceivedor collectedfor suchperiod
shall be turnedover to the Commonwealthandpaid into
the GeneralFund, and if suchpaymentshall not be so
made, the amount so due the Commonwealthshall be
deductedfrom any salarythen or thereafterbecoming
due and owing.

The widow and minor dependentsof any employe
who dieswithin oneyearasa resultof suchinjuries shall
be paid benefitsequalto fifty percentof the full salary
of the deceasedemploye.

When a widow and minor dependentsnot in her
custodyare entitled to payments,one-halfof suchpay-
ments shall be paid to the widow and one-half to the
dependents. In every casethe amountpayableto minor
dependentsshall be divided equally amongthem andbe
paid tothe personsor institutionshavingcustodyof them.

In the caseof a widow or awidow with minor depend-
ents in her custody,suchbenefitsshall terminatewhen
suchwidow remarries. In the caseof minor dependents,
exceptwhen in the custodyof a remarriedwidow, such
benefitsshallterminatewhenall of theminor dependents
becomeeighteenyearsof age. Neitherawidow nor minor
dependentsshallreceiveanybenefitsunderthis act while
receivingbenefitsunderthe FederalSocial SecurityLaw.
The benefitsprovided by this act shall be reducedby
the amount of any workmen’s compensationbenefits
receivedor collectedby any such widow or minor de-
pendentsbecauseof thesameinjury. Paymentsfor the
benefit of minor dependentsshall be madeto the person
havinglegal custodyof them.

AN ACT

Amending the act of April 4, 1925 (P. L. 127), entitled “An act
relating to Adoption,” reducing the minimum period of cus-
tody in an agency or institution necessaryfor voluntary re-
linquishment of custody of a child, and changing provisions
relating to hearings in certain cases.

Adoption. The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:
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Section 1. Section 1.1, act of April 4, 1925 (P. L.
P. L~’i27. aided 127), entitled “An act relating to Adoption,” added
August25. 1953, August26, 1953 (P. L. 1411),is amendedto read:

Section 1.1. Voluntary Relinquishment.—Whenany
personunder the ageof eighteenyearshas beenin the
careof an approvedagencyor institution for a minimum
period of [thirty (30)] five (5) days, the parent or
parentsof such personmay petition the court, in the
county in which is located that office of the approved
agencyor institution having the custodyof such person,
for permissionto relinquish forever all parental rights
to suchperson. If the parentor parentsof such person
are eighteenyearsof ageor over, they may petition the
court without the consentof their parentsor guardians.
The agencyor institutionhaving the careof suchperson
shall join in suchpetition.

The court shallthereuponfix a time for hearing,which
shall be not less than ten days after such petition is
presented. The hearing shall be private, and may be
held at any place within the court’s jurisdiction when
the court deemsit for the best interest of the child. At
such hearing, the court, by examinationunder oath of
the parties to the petition, shall ascertainthe truth of
the facts set forth in the petition and its execution,and
if satisfiedas to the truth thereof andthat the petition
shouldbe granted,it shall issueits decreesofinding, and
(1) directing the transferof the custody of the person
