AN ACT

Amending theact of June24, 1931 (P. L. 1206), entitled “An act
concerning townships of the first class; amending,revising,
consolidating,andchangingthe law relating thereto,” authoriz-
ing county or joint county associationsof township officers to
hold quarterly conventions.

The GeneralAssembiyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania herebyenactsas follows;

Section 1. Section 610, act of June 24, 1931 (P. L.
1206), known as “The First Class Township Code,”
reenactedand amendedMay 27, 1949 (P. L. 1955) and
amendedSeptember27, 1955 (P. L. 609), is amendedto
read:

Section 610. Formation of County Associations;
Meetings.—Countyassociationsof townshipofficers may
be formed in the respectivecounties, or the township
officers of two or morecountiesmay form a joint county
association. Suchassociations,when formed, shall hold
annual [or] conventions,or may hold semiannual or
quarterly conventions,at the county seatsof the respec-
tive counties, or some other suitable place within the
county, for the purpose of consideringand discussing
questionsandsubjectspertaining to the bestmethodsfor
the construction,improvement, and maintenanceof the
public highwaysandbridges,and the administration of
township governments.

Act effective Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
