AN ACT

Amendingthe act of August9, 1955 (P. L. 323), entitled“An act
relating to countiesof the third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh
andeighth classes;amending,revising, consolidatingand chang-
ing thelaws relatingthereto,”limiting the necessityfor approval
of plans and specificationsfor construction and alteration of
county buildings by judges of the court of common pleas to
county court houses, éounty jails, prisons, workhousesand
detentionhomes.

The County Code. The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 2315. Authority and Procedure for Ac-
quiring, Constructing or Altering County Buildings;
Exceptions.— * * *

(b) The county commissionersmay provide, in ac-
cordancewith this section,for the constructionor alter-
ation, including enlargementof a county court house,
county jail, prison, workhouse, detention house and
such other county buildings, as may be required or
authorizedby law. Such constructionor alterationshall
be doneat the countyseator elsewhereasauthorizedby
law. Wheneverthe county commissionersundertakeany
such construction or alteration, they shall causeto be
prepared plans and specificationstherefor, and shall
submit suchplansandspecificationsof any countycourt
house,countyjail, prison, workhouseor detentionhome
as are approvedby them to the judges of the court of
common pleasfor approval. If the said court, upon due
considerationand such hearingsand other measuresas
it may desire, approvethe said plans and specifications
as submitted or as modified, the county commissioners
may securebids for the contract or contracts involved
in the constructionor alterationin accordancewith this
act. Any such contract or contractsshall be made as
provided by this act, but shall, in addition, be subject
to the approvalof the court of common pleasas being
in accordancewith the plansandspecificationsapproved
by it, andotherwiseproper arid authorizedby law. The
said court may, in each case, follow such procedures,
hear such witnesses,or call for such evidence, as shall
inform its judgmentsregarding suchapprovals.
