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thepaymentof the fine or penaltyimposedandthe costs,
the defendantmay be sentencedand committed to the
townshiplockup for aperiod not exceedingfive days,or
to the county jail, or workhousefor a periodnot exceed-
ing thirty days.

Any personaggrievedmay, within thirty days after
any ordinanceor resolution takeseffect, makecomplaint
as to the legality of such ordinanceor resolution to the
court of quartersessionsupon enteringinto recognizance
with sufficient suretyto prosecutethe samewith effect,
and for the payment of costs. The determinationand
order of the court thereonshall be conclusive,

Amending the act of June23, 1931 (P. L. 932), entitled “An act
relatingto cities of the third class; and amending,revising,and
consolidatingthe law relating thereto,” further fixing qualifi-
cations of membersof the board of health.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section2302,act of June23, 1931, (P. L.
932),known as “The Third ClassCity Code,” reenacted
and amendedJune28, 1951 (P. L. 662) and amended
April 20, 1956 (P. L. 1490),is amendedto read:

Section 2302. Qualifications; Term; Removal.—The
membersof the boardof health shall be residentsof the
city, exceptin thecaseof physicianswho shallhavetheir
main office in the city. At leastone, and wheneverpos-
sible two, shall be reputablephysiciansof not less than
two years’experiencein the practiceof their profession.
Upon the creationof the board, council shall designate
for one appointeea term of oneyear, for anothera term
of two years, andso on up to five; thereafter,onemem-
ber of the boardshallbe appointedannuallyto servefor
a term of five yearsfrom the first Mondayof April suc-
ceedinghis appointment. Council may removemembers
of the board for official misconductor neglectof duty.
All vacanciesshall be filled for the unexpiredterm.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
