Amendingthe act of April 9, 1929 (P. L. 177), entitled “An act
providing for andreorganizingthe conductof the executiveand
administrativework of the Commonwealthby the Executive
Departmentthereofandthe administrativedepartments,boards,
commissions,andofficers thereof,including theboardsof trustees
of State Normal Schools, or Teachers Colleges; abolishing,
creating,reorganizingor authorizingthe reorganizationof certain
administrativedepartments,boards,and commissions;defining

Section 2409.1. Blind-Made Products and Serv-
ices.—

(b) The Secretary of Property and Supplies shall
have the power, and it shall be his duty, to determine
the fair marketpriceon all broomsandmopsandother
suitableproducts manufacturedby the blind and serv-
ices rendered by the blind and offered for sale to the
Commonwealthor any of its agenciesby any charitable
nonprofit-making agency for the blind, incorporated
under the laws of this Commonwealth,andmanufactur-
ing merchandiseand providing serviceswithin this Com-
monwealth, and approved for such purpose by the
Department of Property and Supplies, to revise such
prices from time to time, in accordancewith changing
market conditions, and to make such rules and regula-
tions regardingspecifications,time of deliveryandother
relevantmattersas are necessaryto carry out the pro-
visions of this section. At the requestof the Secretary
of Propertyand Suppliesand with the approvalof the
Secretaryof Public Welfare, the [State Council for the
Blind] Departmentof Public Welfareor othernonprofit-
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making agencyshall facilitate the distribution of orders
and servicesamongagenciesfor the blind.

The Game Law.

Section 702, act
of lune 3, 1937,

Amending the act of June3, 1937 (P. L. 1225), entitled “An act
concerninggame and other wild birds and wild animals; and
amending,revising,consolidating,andchangingthelaw relating
thereto,” advancingthe date for hunting woodchucksbetween
certainhours.
The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-

sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 702, act of June 3, 1937 (P. L.
1225), known as “The GameLaw,” amendedJune30,
1955 (P. L. 243), is amendedto read:

Section 702. Hunting on Sundayand at Night.—It
is unlawful for any personto hunt for, shootat, chase,
catch,or kill, or attempt to shootat, chase,catch,or kill,
with or without dogs, any game, except in defenseof
personor property,uponthe first day of the week com-
monly called Sunday,except for dog training or trial
purposesas hereinafterprovided; or to hunt for, shoot
at, catch or kill, or attempt to hunt for, shootat, catch
or kill, any gamebetweenfive o’clock postmeridianof
oneday andseveno ‘clock antemeridian,easternstandard
time, of the day following except that raccoonsmay be
hunted for and killed any time during the open season,
day or night, and thatwoodchucksor othergamethenin
seasonmay be hunted for and killed between [July]
June first and Septemberthirtieth, betweenthe hours
of six o ‘clock antemeridianandseven-thirtyo’clock post-
meridian, easternstandardtime, and when thereis an
openseasonin Octoberfor hunting anygamewith bows
and arrows exclusively, such game may be hunted for
and killed, betweenthe hoursof six o ‘clock antemeridian
and five-thirty o ‘clock~postmeridian easternstandard
time Sunday excepted: Provided, however, (a) That
the commission may by resolution further restrict the
hourshereinheforeset forth ~onthe first day of any open
seasonfor hunting, and (b) the commission may by
resolution changethe daily hoursstipulatedin this sec-
tion to makeadjustmentfor time changesor time desig-
nations establishedby Federal law or by any regula-
tions promulgatedunderFederallaw. This sectionshall
