(b) Unlawful Manner of Hunting Big Game
[It] Exceptas aotherwiseprovided in this act it is Single shot for

unlawful to kill, or attemptto kill, any big gameexcept big game.
throughthe use of a gun propelling one all-lead or lead
alloy or soft-nosedor expandingbullet or ball, other
thanonefired from a .22 or .25 calibrerim-fire cartridge,
at a single discharge,or through the use of a bow and Bow and arrow.

arrow, or to take an elk in any mannerexcept through
the methodknown as still hunting.

It is unlawful for any person, or one or more of a Spotlighting
group of personstogether, to throw or cast the rays of big game.

a spotlight, headlight, or other artificial light on any
highway or in any field, woodland,or forest upon any
big gamewhile having in his or their possessionor under
their control a firearm or other implementwherebyany
big gamecould be killed, even though such animal be
not shot at, injured or killed. The provisionsof this
paragraphshallnot apply if it shall be proventhat the
headlightsof a motorvehicle operatedby the defendant
or defendants,while travelingon a highwayin the usual
way, cast a light upon such animal on or adjacentto
such highway, and there was no attempt or intent to
locatesuchanimal.

AN ACT

Transferringpowersand duties from the State Council of Edu-
cation to the State Board of Education and making an ap-
propriation to the Department of Public Instruction for
administrativeexpensesof the State Board of Education.

TheGeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn- Public School
sylvaniahereby enactsas follows: Code of 1949.

Section 1. All powers and duties imposed upon the
StateCouncil of Education by the “Public School Code
of 1949,” and its amendments,are hereby transferred
to andimposedupon the StateBoard of Education,un-
less otherwisespecifically provided by law.

Section 2. The sum of onehundredthousanddollars
($100,000),or as much thereof as may be necessary,is
hereby appropriated to the Department of Public In-
struction for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 1963, for
salaries,wages and all necessaryexpensesof the State

AN ACT

Amendingthe act of June3, 1937 (P. L. 1333), entitled “An act
concerning elections, including general, municipal, special and
primary elections, the nomination of candidates,primary and
election expensesand election contests; creating and defining
membership of county boards of elections; imposing duties
upon the Secretary of the Commonwealth, courts, county
boards of elections, county commissioners;imposing penalties
for violation of the act, and codifying, revisingand consolidat-
ing the laws relating thereto; and repealingcertain actsand
parts of acts relating to elections,” providing for the position
of candidates’ names on voting machines used in primary
elections.

(k) Exceptas hereinafterprovided in primary elec-
tionswherethereare a sufficientnumberof ballot frames
on onerow or columnto accommodateall the candidates
of a political party, the namesof all the candidatesshall
appear on that row or columnin the order that was es-
tablishedunder the provisionsof sections915 and 916
of this act. Wherethereare four or morecandidatesfor
a particular office, the namesof the candidatesmay be
divided betweenthe rows or columnsas equally as pos-
sibleso long as the order asprovidedin sections915 and
916 is maintained.
