Providing for the acquisition by the Departmentof Forestsand
Waters of the Kinzua Bridge and certain adjoining grounds
for a State park, and making an appropriation.

Bridges. The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The Department of Forestsand Waters
is hereby authorized to acquire by gift, purchase or
condemnationproceedings,the Kinzua Bridge and such
adjoining groundsin McKean County,Pennsylvania,as
the Secretaryof Forestsand Waters may deemneces-
sary.

The bridge and groundsshall be preservedandmain-
tained as a State park and be known as the *Kinzua
Bridge State Park.

Section 2. The title of the real estateshall be taken
in the nameof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaand
shall, before its acquisition,be approvedby the Depart-
ment of Justice.

Appropriation. Section 3. The sum of fifty thousanddollars ($50,-
000), or as much thereof as is necessary,is herebyap-
propriatedfor the purposeof carrying outthe provisions
of this act.
