Providing for the forfeiture of office of public officers convicted
of certain crimes.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Any person,holdinga public office in this
Commonwealth, who pleads nob contendereor guilty,
or is convicted in a court of record of extortion, em-
bezzlement,bribery, malfeasanceor misfeasancein of-
fice, or fraudulent conversionof public moneysor prop-
erty, or for any misdemeanorin office, shall forfeit his
office, and the sentenceimposedby the court shall in-
clude the direction for the removal from office of such
person.

Section 2. No supersedeasgranted in connection
with any appeal from any sentenceimposed in such
criminal proceedingsshall be effective to reinstate the
appellantin office unless such reinstatementis specifi-
cally directed by special order of the court or judge
granting the order of supersedeas.

Section 3. In the event of a verdict or final judg-
ment of not guilty, the official shall forthwith be re-
instated in office.

Amending the act of June 3, 1937 (P. L. 1333), entitled “An act
concerningelections, including general,municipal, specialand
primary elections, the nomination of candidates,primary and
election expensesand election contests;creatingand defining
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membershipof countyboardsof elections;imposingdutiesupon
the Secretaryof the Commonwealth,courts,county boardsof
elections, county commissioners;imposing penaltiesfor viola-
tion of the act, and codifying, revising and consolidatingthe
laws relating thereto; and repealing certain acts and parts of
actsrelating to elections,” changingresidencerequirementsfor
watchers.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(b) of section417, act of June Sul~

3, 1937 (P. L. 1333), known as the “PennsylvaniaElec- of June 3, 1937,
tion Code,” is amendedto read:

Section 417. Appointmentof Watchers.—
* * a a a

(b) All watcherssoappointedshall servein only one
district and must be qualified registeredelectorsof the
[district] municipality or townshipin which the district
where they are authorizedto act is located. Only one
watcher for each candidate at primaries, or for each
party or political body at general,municipal or special
elections,shall be allowed to remainin the polling place
at any one time prior to the close of the poils, and all
watchersin the room shall remainoutsidethe enclosed
space.After the close of the polls andwhile the ballots
are being countedor voting machinecanvassed,all the
watchersshall be permitted to be in the polling place
outside the enclosedspace. Each watchershall be pro-
vided with a certificate from the county board of elec-
tions, stating his nameand the nameof the candidate,
party or political body he represents.Watchersshall
be required to show their certificateswhen requestedto
do so. Watchersallowed in the polling place under the
provisionsof this act, shall be permittedto keep a list
of voters and shall be entitled to challengeany person
making application to vote and to require proof of his
qualifications, as provided by this act. All watchersso
appointed as set forth above, who are to serve in a
district other than the one from which they are regis-
tered electors, are to be appointedon petition to the
court of commonpleas. Saidpetition shall set forth that
the watcher is a qualified voter of the municipality or
township in which the district is located and that said
watcher is a law abiding citizen and of good repute,
and the court shall considerall factors relevantto said
petition before granting or refusing same.
