Amending the act of May 12, 1943 (P. L. 259), entitled, as
amended, “An act providing for the payment by the State
Treasurer, of the amount of the tax on premiums paid by
foreign casualty insurance companies, to the treasurers of the
several cities, boroughs, towns, townships, and certain counties,
and for the payment thereof imnto police pension funds, and in
certain cases into the Municipal Employes’ Retirement System,
and for Pension Annuity Contracts, and in certain other cases
into the State Employes’ Retirement Fund, for certain pur-
poses,” increasing the amount to be deducted from the amount
received and allocated to the Department of the Auditor
General to defray costs and expenses of auditing funds and
accounts.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Subsection (a) of section 2, act of May
12, 1943 (P. L. 259), entitled, as amended, ‘‘An act
providing for the payment by the State Treasurer, of the
amount of the tax on premiums paid by foreign casualty
insurance companies, to the treasurers of the several

to the Department of the Auditor General to defray costs
and expenses of auditing the funds and accounts re-
ceiving disbursement from said entire amount, and the
department of the Auditor General shall make such
audits of the funds and accounts receiving disburse-
ments from said entire amount.

Section 2507. Payments on Account of Approved
Vocational Extension Classes and Pre-employment
Training.—Every school district and every voeational
school district, regardless of classification, shall be paid
by the Commonwealth for every school year, on account
of approved vocational extension classes and pre-employ-
ment training, eighty per cent (80%) of the sum which
was expended by the district for the compensation of
vocational extension and pre-employment training
teachers and supervisors. For the purpose of computing
reimbursement, the maximum ecompensation shall be
four dollars ($4.00) per hour and the amount expended
for supervisory salaries shall not exceed twenty per cent
(20%) of the sum expended for teachers’ salaries: Pro-
vided, That in special cases when travel time or unusual
