AN ACT
Making appropriationsto theDepartmentof Public Welfarefor themaintenance

of certainhospitalsfor paymentof purchasedhospitalandpost-hospitalcare.
The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania

herebyenactsas follows:
Section 1. Thesum of ninemillion five hundredthirty-threethou-

sandtwentydollars ($9,583,020),or as muchthereofas is necessary,
is appropriatedto the Departmentof Public Welfarefor the period
July1, 1963,to February29, 1964,to be by it paidto the hospitals
hereinafterdesignatedin the amountshereinafterspecified for the
purposeof the maintenanceof suchhospitalsin accordancewith the
rules and regulationsissuedby the Departmentof Public Welfare
andthe Departmentof the Auditor Generalas prescribedby law at
the rateof ten dollars ($10)per diem but not to exceedtheregularly
establishedwardrate, nurseryrate, pediatric rateor anylesserrate
contractedbetweenthe hospitalandpatientfor the medicalandsur-
gical servicesrenderedto, andmaintenanceof, personstreatedin the
hospital, who are entitled to free service,such ratesto include only
room, board and generalbed care but not to exceedrates charged
other classesof patients or the actual cost to the hospital of such
servicesand maintenance,whichever is the least, and all moneys
receivedon accountof the careof the patient,shall be reportedas a
credit againstthe gross earningsof free andpart-payservice charge-
ableagainstthis appropriation:Provided,Thatno paymentshall be
madefrom this appropriationfor servicesrenderedto personsaged
sixty-five or overby anyhospitalhereinafterdesignatedthat is quail-
fled to receivepaymentsfor medicalassistancefor the agedunderthe
Public AssistanceLaw:

Section 2. The sum of eight hundredforty-ninethousandsix hun-

dred ten dollars ($849,610) or as much thereof as is necessary,is
appropriatedto the Departmentof Public Welfare for the period
July 1, 1963,to June30, 1964,to beby it paidto the hospitalsherein-
after designatedin the amountshereinafterspecifiedfor the purpose
of the maintenanceof suchhospitalsin accordancewith the rules and
regulationsissuedby the Departmentof PublicWelfare andthe De-
partmentof the Auditor Generalas prescribedby law at the rate of
ten dollars ($10) perdiem but not to exceedthe regularlyestablished
wardrate, nurseryrate, pediatric rate or any lesser rate contracted
betweenthe hospitaland the patient for the medical and surgical
servicesrenderedto, andmaintenanceof, personstreatedin the hos-
pital, who areentitled to free service,suchratesto includeonly room,
board and generalbed care but not to exceedrateschargedother
élassesof patientsor the actual costto the hospitalof suchservices
andmaintenance,whicheveris the least,and all moneysreceivedon
accountof the care of the patientshallbe reportedas a creditagainst
the grossearningsof free andpart-payservicechargeableagainstthis
appropriation:Provided,That no paymentsshall be madefrom this
appropriationfor servicesrenderedby anyhospitalhereinafterdesig-
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natedthat is qualifiedto receivepaymentsfor medicalassistancefor
the agedor purchasedhospitalcare underthe Public AssistanceLaw:

Section 3. The amountsspecifiedin section1 which arenot neces-
sary to pay the hospitals namedtherein for free service rendered
before March 1, 1964, shall lapse. The total amountso lapsedor so
much thereofas is necessaryis herebyreappropriatedto the Depart-
ment of Public Welfare for the paymentof purchasedhospitaland
post-hospitalcare as authorizedby the act of June24, 1937 (P. L.
2051),as amended.

Section 4. Except in casesof accidentor emergency,only bona
fide residentsof Pennsylvaniashallbe entitledto the free servicepro-
videdfor in this act.

Section 5. All hospitals named in sections 1 and 2 shall ~filea
report with the Departmentof the Auditor Generalwithin ninety
daysof thelast dayof eachquarter. Failure to file the report timely
as requiredhereunçlershalldisqualify the institution from receiving
anappropriationfor the quartercoveredby the untimely filed report.

Section 6. The sum of four million sevenhundredsixty-sixthou-
sandtwo hundredninety dollars ($4,766,290),or so much thereof as
is necessary,is appropriatedto the Departmentof Public Welfarefor
the period March 1, 1964, to June30, 1964, for the paymentof pur-
chasedhospitalandpost-hospitalcareas authorizedby theactof June
24, 1937 (P. L. 2051), as amended.

Section 7, This act shall take effect immediately.

AN ACT
Making an appropriationto theMoore Collegeof Art, Philadelphia,Pennsylvania.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Thesumof fifty thousanddollars ($50,000),or asmuch
thereofas maybenecessary,is herebyspecificallyappropriatedto the
Moore College of Art, Philadelphia,Pennsylvania,for the fiscal year
July 1, 1963, to June30, 1964: Provided, That in such school there
shall be maintaineda free one-yearscholarship,annually, for one
pupil of eachsenatorialdistrict in the Stateto be filled by appoint-
ment of theSenatorof eachsuchdistrict.

A SUPPLEMENT

To the act of April 1, 1863 (P. L. 213), entitled “An act to acceptthe grant of
Public Lands,by the UnitedStates,to theseveralstates,for the endowmentof
AgriculturalColleges,”makinganappropriationfor carryingthesamemto effect.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. In order to carry into effect the act of Congress,ap-
proved July 2, 1862, granting public land to the severalstatesfor
educationalpurposesandsubsequentactsof Congressrelatedthereto,
andthe act of the Legislatureof Pennsylvaniaacceptingthe provi-
sionsand conditionsof said actsof Congressandpledgingthe faith
of the Stateto carrythe sameinto effect, the sumof twenty-five mil-
lion ninety thousanddollars ($25,090,000),or as much thereofas may
be necessary,is herebyspecifically appropriatedto the trusteesof the
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PennsylvaniaStateUniversityfor thefiscalyearJuly1, 1963,to June
30, 1964,for the following purposesandin the amountsasshown:

(1) For the generalmaintenanceof instruction,researchandex-
tensionin the College of Agriculture, the Mont Alto State Forest
School, the College of BusinessAdministration,the College of Engi-
neeringandArchitecture,the Collegeof Liberal Arts, the College of
Home Economics,the College of Mineral Industries,the College of
ChemistryandPhysics,theCollegeof Education,the GraduateSchool,
the College of PhysicalEducationandAthletics, the GeneralExten-
sion Services,and for the generalmaintenanceof other schools,de-
partments,offices and services,including repairsand improvements
to the groundsandbuildings, serviceof light, heat,power,water and
sewagedisposal,salariesand wages, materials,supplies,equipment,
booksandperiodicals,insuranceandinterest,andsuchotherexpendi-
turesas thetrusteesmaydeemnecessaryandpracticablebut the total
sum of such expendituresshall not exceedtwenty-two million seven
hundredseventhousandsevenhundreddollars ($22,707,700).

(2) For paymentinto the Social Security Contribution Fundthe
following sum, or asmuchthereof as maybe necessary,in payingthe
University’s shareof SocialSecurity taxeswith respectto compensa-
tion of employesof the PennsylvaniaStateUniversity, ninehundred
thousanddollars ($900,000).

(3) For purchaseof movable equipmentfor new buildings con-
structedby the GeneralState Authority, one million one hundred
seventy-fourthousanddollars ($1,174,000).

(4) For the purposeof carrying on researchandinvestigationto
discover by-products of anthracite and bituminous coal and uses
therefor, of developingnew scientific, chemical, industrial, domestic
andotherusesandnew andextendedmarketsfor anthracitecoal and
its products,andfor employingengineers,chemists,technicalexperts,
assistants,clerks, stenographersandotheremployes,andpurchasing
suchmachinery,supplies,equipment,apparatusandotherthingsnec-
essaryin the furtheranceof the aforesaidresearchandinvestigation,
to be usedby the Collegeof Mineral Industriesunderthe supervision
of the StateDepartmentof Mines andMineral Industries. Monies
shallbeexpendedfor thispurposeonly to theextentthata sum equal
to fifty per centum of thirty-seventhousandeight hundreddollars
($37,800),the amount to be expendedby the Commonwealth,is con-
tributedto the PennsylvaniaStateUniversity by the membersof the
anthraciteandbituminouscoal industry. Affidavits evidencingsuch
contributionsshall be submittedby the University to the Auditor
General.

(5) For the purposeof carrying on researchand investigationof
long-rangeproblemsaffecting the mineral industries. No more shall
be expendedfor this purpose*than mayberequiredto matchanequal
sumcontributedto the University by oneor more industriesfor such
researchand investigation. The total contributionby the Common-
wealth shall not exceedthirty-one thousandfifty dollars ($31,050).

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Affidavits evidencingsuchcontributionsshallbe submittedby theUni-
versity to the Auditor General.

(6) The support of researchand investigationof basicproblems
affecting the slate andothernonmetallicmineral industries,eighteen
thousandnine hundreddollars ($18,900).

(7) For the supportof researchand investigationof long-range
basic problemsaffecting the mineral industries,seventeenthousand
five hundred,fifty dollars ($17,550).

(8) For the use of the College of Agriculture for expenditureby
the Agricultural ExperimentStationfor the supportof researchand
investigationdirected toward the developmentand production of
superiorstrainsof cropsandlivestock and to~developmore efficient
methodsof producingandmarketingsuchproducts,eighty-onethou-
sanddollars ($81,000).

(9) For the maintenanceand the supportof researchand experi-
mental investigationon problemsrelatingto the petroleumindustry
of the State,seventythousanddollar~($70,000).

(10) For the use of the School of Agriculture, for expenditureby
the *Agricultural ExperimentStationfor theerectionof experimental
mushroomhousesandresearchin the communicablediseasesof mush-
roomsandotherphasesof the mushroomindustry,twenty-five thou-
sanddollars ($25,000).

(11) For the useof the Schoolof Agriculture, for expendituresby
the Agricultural ExperimentStation for researchand investigation
of mastitis in the dairy cattle, twenty-seven thousand dollars
($27,000).
