Section 2.2. (a) The taxing body of any municipality in this Com-

monwealth, by resolution, upon its owi~volition or upon invitation of
any other municipality expressedby resolution of its taxing body, may

appoint a committeeof from one to threemembersto meet with similar
committeesof other municipalitiesand discussthe possibility of jointly
cooperatingin the exercise of certain specified powers or in the per-
formanceof certainspecifiedactivities or functions.Eachsuchcommittee
shall havepowerto enterinto joint agreementson behalf of its munici-
pality with any one or more [adjoining] municipalitiesin this Common-
wealthor any otherstate.Such agreementsshallhaveno validity unless
later adopted,by ordinanceor resolution,as hereinafterprovided.

(b) The procedureoutlined in this section for instituting proceedings
for possiblecooperativeagreementsis not exclusiveand shallnot in any
mannerrestrict municipalitiesor personsfrom employingothermethods
in attempting to securejoint cooperativeagreementsunder this act.

Section 3. This act shall take effect immediately.

Amendingthe act of May 1, 1933 (P. L. 103), entitled “An act concerningtownships
of the secondclass; and amending,revising, consolidating,and changing the law
relating thereto,” further regulating the compensationof township secretariesand
treasurers.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby

enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 540, act of May 1, 1933 (P. L. 103), known as
“The SecondClass-Township Code,” reenactedand amendedJuly 10,
1947 (P. L. 1481) and amendedJune 6, 1963 (P. L. 69), is amended

to read:
Section540. Dutiesand Compensation.—Thesecretaryin eachtown-

ship shall be clerk to the boardof supervisors.He shall keepa record of
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the proceedingsof said officers in a minute book in which he shall also
record all court orders relative to the laying out, openingand vacating
of roads. The minute book, account book and other financial records

shall be carefully preservedby the secretaryand shall be turned over
to his successorin office. Miscellaneousrecordsand papersof the town-
ship other than the minute book and account book may be destroyed
with the consentof the supervisorsafter the lapse of six years from
the dateof such records.

The secretaryshall prepareandwrite the annualtax duplicateof the
township, and shall receive such salary, wages or other compensation
therefor as shall be fixed by the township supervisors. The combined
amount paid to the secretaryand treasureras salary, wages or other

compensationfor services,exclusive of the compensationfor preparation
of the annualtax duplicate, shall not exceedthree per centum of the
money paid out by the treasurer,but it shall not be less than [fifty]
seventy-fivedollars per annum, and the calculation of such maximum

compensationshall not include any percentageupon moneys paid out
by the treasurerfor the repaymentof loans,notes, certificates,or other
evidencesof indebtedness,or other borrowedmoneys.

The secretaryshall inform all membersof the board of supervisors
of all functions and meetings,including specialmeetingsof the board.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
