Providing for the observance of April 15 of each year as Local Government Day.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. The Governor shall issue, annually, his proclamation desig-
nating and setting apart April 15 as Local Government Day and call-
ing upon the citizens of the Commonwealth to recognize the vital role
of local government, including municipalities and school districts, in the
preservation of our heritage of freedom, justice, equality and self-govern-
ment, and to remind the people that unless every individual citizen takes
an active interest and assumes responsibility in his local government,
there can be real danger he will be losing control to the State and Fed-
cral government over problems which he knows best, such as public
cducation, health and safety.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Amending the act of August 20, 1953 (P. L. 1217), entitled “An act providing for pay-
ments by the Commonwealth to municipalities which have expended money to acquire
and construct sewage treatment plants in accordance with the Clean Streams Program
and the act, approved the twenty-second day of June, one thousand nine hundred
thirty-seven (Pamphlet Laws 1987), and making an appropriation,” requiring pay-
ments of two per centum by the Commonwealth to municipalities and authorities on
account of sewage treatment plants.
