AN ACT

SB 786

To create a regional agency by intergovernmental compact for the continuing, com-
prehensive,coordinated regional planning for the Delaware Valley Urban Area, and
defining the functions, powers and duties of such agency.

The General Assemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby

enacts as follows:

PART I

COMPACT

Whereas,by an agreementdated January 23, 1959, the Common-
wealth of Pennsylvania,the State of New Jersey,and the Countiesof
Bucks, Chester,Delawareand Montgomeryandthe City of Philadelphia,
all in the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,and the Countiesof Burling-
ton, Camden,Gloucester,and Mercer, all in the State of New Jersey,
providedfor transportationplanning in the DelawareValley Urban Area

and established therefor an organization known as the Penn Jersey
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TransportationStudy, which has beenin operationsince that time; and
Whereas, the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania and the State of

New Jerseynow desire to createa successorto the said Penn Jersey
TransportationStudy in the form of a body politic and corporate to
carry on the continuing, comprehensive,coordinatedtransportationand

regional planning study and processfor the Delaware Valley Urban
Area; and

Whereas, the Congressof the United Statesof America has, by
the enactmentof Public Law 87-866, 1962, declaredit to be in the
national interest to encourageand promote the developmentof trans-
portation systemsthat will serve the statesand local communitieseffi-
ciently andeffectively; and

Whereas,the Congressof the United Statesof America has by the

enactmentof Public Law 86-372, 1959, authorized the Administrator
of the Housingand Home FinanceAgency to makeplanninggrantsto
official regionalplanning agenciesempoweredby interstate compactto
perform metropolitan or regionalplanning and by Public Law 87-70,
1961, gaveits prior consentto such compacts.

Now, therefore, the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaand the State
of New Jerseyhereby solemnly covenantand agreewith each other,
upon the enactmentof this act by their respectivestate legislatures,as
follows:

ARTICLE [

ShortTitle, Definitions, PurposeandLimitations

Section 1. Short Title.—This act shall be known and may be cited
as the “Delaware Valley Urban Area Compact.”

Section 2. Definitions.—Forthe purposesof this compact,and of any
supplementalor concurring legislation enaetedpursuantthereto,except
where such meaning is obviously inapplicable, the following words and

phrasesshall mean:

(a) The Commission—TheDelawareValley Regional PlanningCom-
mission;

(b) Delaware Valley Urban Area—The area included within the

Countiesof Burlington, Camden,GloucesterandMercer in the State of
Yew Jersey,and the Countiesof Bucks, Chester,Delaware and Mont-
gomery and the City of Philadelphia in the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania;

(c) Area—TheDelaware Valley Urban Area;
(d) Commissioners—Themembersof the commission;
(e) Board—The body composedof the membersof the commission;
(f) Federal Government—TheGovernmentof the United Statesof
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Americaand any branch,department,bureauor division thereof,as the

casemay be;

(g) FederalRepresentative—Anyindividual duly authorizedto rep-
resentthe FederalGovernment.

Section 3. Purpose and Findings.—The legislative bodies of the
signatory parties hereby find and declare that the transportationand
land resourcesof the area are affected with a local, state,regional and

national interestand their planningunder appropriatearrangementsfor
interstate cooperation,is a public purposeof the respectivesignatory
parties.

In general,the purposesof this compactare to organizeandconducta
continuing, comprehensive,coordinatedregional planning program for
the area, including but not limited to transportationplanning for the

interestsandpurposes,consistentwith its annualbudgets,of the agencies
of Pennsylvaniaand New Jerseyrepresentedby commissionersas well
as for the purposesof the localgovernmentsand their planningagencies.

Section4~ ‘Act to Be Liberally Construed.—Thiscompactshall be
construedliberally to effectuate its purposes.Nothing herein shall be
deemedin any way to limit or restrict the power of one or both of the
party states,by law or otherwise, to deal independentlywith respectto
any matter within the scopeof this compact.

Section 5~ 2 Amendmentsand Supplements.—Amendmentsand sup-
plements to this compact to implement the purposesthereof may be

adoptedby concurrentlegislation of the party states.

Section 6. ~Constructionand Severability.—If any part or provision
of this compactor the application thereof to any personor circumstance
be adjudgedinvalid by any court of competentjurisdiction, such judg-
ment shallbe confinedin its operationto the part, provision, or applica-
tion directly involved in the controversyin which such judgment shall
have been renderedand shall not affect or impair the validity of the
remainderof this compactor the application thereof to otherpersonsor
circumstances,andthe party statesherebydeclarethat they would have
enteredinto this compactor the remainderthereofhad the invalidity of

such provision or application thereofbeenapparent.

Section 7. Duration of Compact.—4The duration of this compact
shall be perpetualunlesseither of the signatorypartiesshall terminateit
by authority of an act of its legislature.

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ARTICLE II
Organization and Membership

Section 1. Commission Created.—TheDelaware Valley Regional
PlanningCommissionis herebycreatedas a body politic and corporate,
with successionfor the duration of this compact, as an agencyand in-
strumentalityof the governmentsof the respectivesignatoryparties.

Section 2. CommissionMembership.—Thecommission shall consist
of the following membersto be known as commissioners:

The Secretaryof Highways of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,

cx officio,
The Commissionerof Highwaysof the State of NewJersey,cx officio,
The Executive Director, State Planning Board, Commonwealthof

Pennsylvania,ex officio,
The Commissionerof Conservationand EconomicDevelopment,State

of New Jersey,ex officio,
An appointeeof the Governorof Pennsylvania,by and with the con-

sent of the Senate,who shall be a residentof Pennsylvaniaand the area,
and shall serveat the pleasureof the Governor,

An appointeeof the Governorof New Jersey,by andwith the consent

of the Senate,who shall be a residentof New Jerseyand the area, and
shall serveat the pleasureof the Governor,

A representativefrom each of the four Pennsylvaniacounties and
four New Jerseycounties included in the area, and

One representativeeach from the Cities of Philadelphia, Chester,
Camdenand Trenton.

Section 3. Appointmentof Members.—Thesaid representativefrom
each of the aforesaid political subdivisions shall be appointed by the
governing bodies thereof, and serve at the pleasureof the appointing
power.

Section 4. Voting Power.—Eachof the aforesaidmembersof the
commission,including the cx officio members,shallhavea right to vote
on all matterscoming before the board. Each of the cx officio members

may designatean alternate who shall have the right to vote. Eleven
voting membersor alternates,including at least threemembersof each

state present,in person, shall constitutea quorum. All actionsof the
boardshall be by majority vote of the membersor alternatespresent.

Section 5. Officers.—The board shall elect a chairman, vice chair-
man, a secretaryand a treasurerfrom amongits membershipand may
elect such other officers as it desiresfrom among its membership.The
vice chairman, and either the secretary or treasurer, shall not reside

in the samestate as the chairman.
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Section 6. Meeting Dates.—Theboard may establish regular meet-
ing datesand hold such specialmeetingsas it desiresupon call of the
chairmanafter at least 10 days’ notice.

Section 7. Compensation.—Noneof the commissionersor their al-
ternatesshall be entitled to any compensationfor the performanceof
their dutiesbut shall be entitled to reimbursementfor necessarytravel
andotherexpensesincurredby themin their performanceof such duties.

Section 8. Organization,Procedure,Powers and Duties.—Theboard
shallprovidefor procedureandshall adoptrules and regulationsgovern-
ing its meetingsand transactions.

Section 9. Executive Committee; Meetings, Powers and Duties.—
The Executive Committee of the Delaware Valley Regional Planning
Commissionshall consist of the following commissioners:

The four ex officio membersor their alternates,
One representativeto be chosen by the four New Jerseycounty

membersof the commission,

One representativeto be chosen by the four Pennsylvaniacounty
membersof the commission,

The representativesof the Cities of Philadelphiaand Camden.
Five commissioners,including at least two commissionersfrom each

state in person, shall constitute a quorum of the executive committee
and all action.sof the committeeshall be by majority vote of the com-
missionersor alternatespresent. The executive committee may elect
a chairman,a vice chairmanand a secretaryfrom among its members.
The chairmanand vice chairman shall not residein the samestate.The
executive committeeshall establish regular meetingdatesand may call
specialmeetingsupon call of its chairmanafter 5 days’ notice.

In addition to the powersand duties conferred upon the executive
committee by this act, it shall havesuch other dutiesas the boardshall

from time to time delegateto it.
ARTICLE III

PowersandDuties of the Commission,the Board

and the Executive Committee
Section 1. ‘Powers of Commission.—Thecommissionshallhave the

following powers:
(a) To adopt and use a corporateseal;
(b) To acquire by purchase, lease,gift or governmentalappropria-

tion such estatesor interestsin real and personalpropertyas are neces-
sary or required for its operations;

(c) To contract in all respectsnecessaryor convenientfor its opera-

tions;

(e) To adopt by-laws and to rescind, amendor supplementthe same
from time to time;

(f) To adopt, promulgate and publish rules and regulationsas arc
determinednecessaryin the performanceof its functions;

(g) To provide services for governmental bodies and public and

businessorganizationsconsistentwith the purposesof this act and to
receivecompensationtherefor;

(h) To do any and all things necessary,convenientor incidental

within the scopeof its corporatepurposes.

Section 2. 2 Duties of Commission.—Thecommissionshall have the
following duties and responsibilities:

The commission shall have the responsibility of providing for the

needsof the highway departmentsof the signatorypartiesin order that
the statesmay qualify for all funds available to them from the Federal
Governmentfor the constructionof highway facilities in the areaand
meetwith the otherplanning needsof the said highway departmentsin
the area. The commissionshall also havethe responsibility of providing
for regionalplanningand the meetingand satisfactionof regionaltrans-
portationplanning requirementsin order that the areamay qualify for
all funds available to it from the FederalGovernmentfor the provision
of masstransportationfacilities and servicesin the area.The commission

shall also havethe responsibility for meeting the needsof the Pennsyl-
vania State Planning Board and the New JerseyDepartmentof Con-
servationand Economic Developmentas requiredto obtain funds from
the Federal Governmentavailable for such purposesas well as theif~
otheroperations.The commissionshall cooperatewith all otherstateand
local governmentagencieswhich haveplanning needsin the area. The

commissionshall serveas an advisory agency,with actualauthority for
carrying out planning proposals continuing to rest in the governing

bodies of the statesand counties.It shall initiate and develop surveys
and plans of a regional nature and assist through coordination and
planning programs involving regional matters of the planning
bodiesof the participants.The commissionshall not assumeany exist-
ing powers or functions of such planning commissions.It shall be the
function and duty of the commissionto makea masterplan and such

surveyand studiesas may be essentialthereto for the physical develop-

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ment of the areaand submit said plan to the participatinggovernmental
bodies. The commission shall encourageand promote the cooperation
amongall levelsof governmentfor the purposeof achievingthe greatest
possiblebenefit both economicand cultural for the inhabitants of the
DelawareValley UrbanArea.

Section 3. Powersand Duties of the Board.—The boardshall have

the following powersandduties:
(a) To createand define the dutiesof the office of executivedirector

and upon the recommendationof the executive committee to appoint
personsto that office to serve at the pleasureof the board.

(b) To createand definethe dutiesof suchcommittees,other than the
executivecommittee,as it shalldeemproper andnecessaryto the opera-

tion of the commissionand appoint the membershipthereof.
(c) To approve and adopt not later than March 1 of eachyear, a

work programfor the next fiscalyear assubmittedto it by the executive
committee.

(d) To exerciseand perform all the powersand dutiesgrantedto and
imposedupon the commissionexcept thosepowersand duties expressly

delegatedor imposed by this compact to or upon the executive com-
mittee.

Section 4. Powers and Duties of the Executive Committee.—The
executive committee shall have the following powers:

(a) To exerciseon behalf of the commissionall the powersgranted
the commissionby section1, subsections(b), (c) and (d) of this article;

(b) The generalsupervisionof the conductof operationsof the com-
mission including individual projects;

(c) To managethe fiscal affairs of the commissionandto prepareand
adopt an annualbudget not later than March 15 for each fiscal year

beginning July 1 of eachcalendaryear and endingJune 30 of the suc-
ceedingyear: Provided, however,That neitherof the Departmentsof
Highways of the signatory parties nor the State Planning Board of
Pennsylvaniaor the Departmentof Conservationand Economic Devel-
opment of New Jerseyshall be required to provide funds for any fiscal
year without the approval of the representativeof the departmentor

board affected;

The aforesaid requirement that budgets be adopted no later than
March 15 shallnot apply for the fiscal yearbeginning July 1, 1965;

(d) To preparea work programfor eachfiscal year,consistentwith the

budget for that year in such form that budget items are chargeableto
specific elementsthereof and submit it to the board for approvaland
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adoption not later than March 1 precedingthe beginning of the fiscal

year;
(e) The executivecommittee shallprovide proper and adequatebond-

ing suretyconditionedupon the honestperformanceof such of the per-
sonnel of the commissionas have responsibility for the custody of its
receipts and control of its disbursements;

(f) The executive committeeshall establish,by rules and regulation,
the proceduresfor receipt anddisbursementof funds and shall establish
andcauseto be maintainedsuchfiscal recordsandshallmeet the require-
mentsfor any Federalauditswhichmay be authorizedin connectionwith
the financial participation of the United Statesof America in the com-
mission’s operation.

ARTICLE IV
Fiscal Affairs

Audits, Sourceof Funds,Tax Exemption
Section 1. Audits.—The fiscal affairs of the commission shall be

subject to annual audits by the Auditors Generalof Pennsylvaniaand
New Jersey.In addition, any county or city may eithersingly or in co-
operationwith the party statesperform or causesuchauditsof the fiscal
affairs of the commissionfor any fiscal year in which it or its corporation
counterparts,if any, have made contributions.

Section 2. Apportionment of Expenses.—Wheneverthe executive
committee shall adopt a budget, the share of each stateshall be appor-
tioned upon the basis that its populationin the DelawareValley Urban
Area bearsto the total population of the Delaware Valley Urban Area
as determinedby the latest available population figures of the United
StatesBureau of the Census. in the application of this formula, any
moneys to be provided from sourcesother than the governmentalbodies

comprisingthe DelawareValley Urban Area shall be first deducted.Any
appropriationtoward an annual budget to be made by any county or
city shall be creditedto the proportionatebudgetobligation of the statc
of which such contributing county or city form a part. All the direct

expenserelated to any mass transportationdemonstrationproject shall
be paid by the state in which such project is located.

Section 3. Tax Exemption.—Thecommission shall not be subject
to anytaxationby the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,the State of New
Jerseyor any local governmentthereof.

ARTICLE V
FederalParticipationand CommissionResponsibilitywith

RespectThereto
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Seetion 1. 1 FederalParticipation.—The Bureau of Public Roads,
United StatesDepartmentof Commerce,and the Housing and Home
Finance Administration of the United Statesmay each appoint not

more than three representativesto the commissionwho shall have no
right to vote in any matter and may have such representationon the

executive committee and other committees as the commission shall
determine. The two Federalagencies shall be entitled to the regular
communicationsof the commissionand the committeeson which they
are representedas fully as are voting members.

The commissionshall comply with all lawful andproper requirements

of the Federalagencies,and shall cooperatewith stateandlocal agencies
in meetingsuch Federalrequirements.

ARTICLE VI

GeneralProvisions
Section 1. Attributes of SovereignImmunity.—The commission,as

an instrumentalityof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaand the State
of New Jerseyexercisinga governmentalfunction may not be suedin
any court of law or equity and shall be vestedwith such attribute of
sovereignimmunity in its transactionswithin the boundariesof oneor
the other of the two states as shall apply to the respectivehighway
departmentsthereof and no more. If the commissionis liable in one
stateandwould not havebeenliable in the otherstate,the statewherein
such liability existsshall be solely obligated to dischargesuch liability,
as well as any costs,fees,or expensesimposedupon or incurred by the

commission,notwithstandingany otherprovisionsof this agreement.
Section 2. Failure of Mutual Ratiflcation.—In the event ~theState

of New Jerseydoesnot enact legislationadequateto the consummation
of the interstatecompactexpressedin this act by June 30, 1965, then
this act shall becomeeffective in this Commonwealthon July 1, 1965,

andshall be operativein all respectsandmannersas fully as if the State
of New Jerseyhad enactedsuch legislation, except that the State of
New Jerseyand the political subdivisionsthereof shall have no official
membershipon the boardor the executivecommitteeof the commission.
In such event the commission shall organize and operatewithin Penn-
sylvania, then the Governor of Pennsylvaniais authorized to appoint

three rather than one memberof the commissionuntil the State of
New Jerseyshall becomea party to this compact.

During any interim when the Delaware Valley Regional Planning
Commission shall be a public agency of this Commonwealthonly, as
provided for in this section,the Pennsylvaniamembersof the commis-

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sion, with the approvalof the Governor, are herebyauthorizedto enter
into agreementswith the Departmentof Highways and the Department
of Conservationand Economic Developmentof New Jersey, in such
mannerand form as provides ad hoc eligibility to New Jerseyfor the
severalFederalaids involved in the planningprocesswhich is the subject

of this act. No suchagreementsmay exceedin their termsone fiscalyear.
At such time asNew Jerseyshallenact thisact to createan interstate

compact,then the commissionshall organizeas expressedhereinand the
appointeesof the Governors shall be limited to one from each state.

Section 3. Constructionand Severability.—Theprovisionsof this act

and of agreementsthereundershall be severableand if any phrase,
clause, sentenceor provision of this compact is declaredto be uncon-
stitutional or the applicability thereof to any signatoryparty, local gov-
ernmentalbody, agencyor personis held invalid, the constitutionalityof
the remainderof this compactand the applicability thereof to any sig-
natory party, local governmentalbody, agency,personor circumstance
shall not be affected thereby. It is the legislative intent that the pro-
visions of this compactbe reasonablyand liberally construed.

Section 4. 1 When CompactBecomesEffective.—Thiscompactshall
becomebinding and effective immediately upon final enactmentby the
legislaturesof the signatory parties.

RB 932

Empoweringand authorizingthe Departmentof Commerceand its Bureau of Com-
munity Development to establish and administercertain grant programsfor the
bettermentof mass transportationsystems and facilities throughoutthe Common-
wealth; providing for State grantsto counties,municipalities, agenciesof the Com-
monwealthand their instrumentalitiesfor studies, capital improvementand tempo-
rary emergencyservice sustainingprograms,demonstrationprojectsand mass transit
promotion projects undercertain conditions; and making continuing appropriations
to the departmenttherefor.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby

enacts as follows:

Section 1. Short Title.—This act shall be known and may be cited
as the “Urban MassTransportationAssistanceLaw.”

Section 2. Findings and Declarationof Policy.—(a) It is herebyde-
terminedand declaredas a matterof legislativefinding:

(1) That the welfareand vitality of urbanareasin the Commonwealth,
the satisfactorymovement of people and goods within such areas,and
the effectivenessof housing,urbanrenewal,highway,industrialdevelop-
ment, and other programsare being jeopardizedby the deteriorationor
inadequateprovisionof urbancommoncarrier masstransportationfacili-

ties and services,the intensification of traffic congestion,and the lack of
coordinatedtransportationand otherdevelopmentplanningon a compre-

hensiveandcontinuingbasis.
(2) That State financialassistancefor the developmentof efficient and

coordinatedurbancommon carrier masstransportationsystems,facilities
and services,is essentialto the solution of theseurbanproblems.

(3) That efficient and coordinatedurban common carrier mass trans-
portation systems,facilities and serviceswill promote the public health,

safety, convenienceand welfare.
(b) Therefore,it is hereby declaredto be the policy of the General

Assemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniato promotethe health,
safety, convenienceand welfare of its inhabitantsthrough the depart-
ment by means of State financial assistancefor the developmentof
