The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby

enactsas follows:

Section 1. Every teacher,student,visitor, spectator,and every other
person in any shopor laboratory in public or private schools,colleges

anduniversitieswho is engagedin or is within the areaof knowii changer
createdby

(1) the use of hot liquids, solids or gases,or caustic or explosive
materials, or

(2) the milling, sawing, turning, shaping,cutting, grinding oi stamp-

ing of solid materials,or
(3) the tempering,heat treatmentor kiln firing of metals and other

materials, or
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(4) gasor electricwelding,or
(5) the repairingor servicingof vehicles,

shall wear industrial quality eye protective devices at all times while
engagedin such activities or exposedto such known dangers.

Section 2. Schools, colleges and universities shall have the power
to receive Federal,State and local moneys and to expend the sameto
provide such devices and shall furnish such devicesto all visitors and
spectatorsand all other personsrequired under the provisions of this

act to wear them.
Section 3. Enforcementof this act shallbe in accordancewith stand-

ards, rulesandregulationspromulgatedby the StateBoardof Education.
Section 4. For the purposesof this act, “industrial quality eye pro-

tective devices” ~meandevicesmeeting the standardsof the American
StandardSafetyCodefor Head,Eye andRespiratoryProtection,Z2.1—
1959, promulgatedby the American StandardsAssociation, Incorpo-

rated.
Section5. This act shall takeeffectimmediately.

Authorizing the Secretaryof Mines andMineral Industriesto acquire,either amicably
or by condemnation,certain lands affectedby open pit or strip mines; authorizing
the reclamationof suchlands,and providing for the use or disposal thereof.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby

enactsas follows:

Section 1. The Secretaryof Mines and Mineral Industries,on behalf

of the Commonwealth,with Jhe approvalof the Governor, shall have
the power to acquire, either amicably or by exerciseof the power of

eminent domain, land which has been affected by open pit or strip
mines, includingrefusebanks,andwhich,in its presentstate,ishazardous
or otherwisedetrimental to the health and safetyof the citizens of the
Commonwealthand for the restoration of which Federalfunds have
beenmadeavailableand/orState funds havebeenappropriated.
