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The pensionsfor membersretired prior to Januaryone,onethousand
nine hundred fifty-six, who held positions not included in the above
table,shall be rated,classifiedanddeterminedby the boardof managers,

in amountsproportionateto the pensionslisted in the abovetable.
No pension shall be grantedor paid to any member,pursuantto this

section, basedon the rank or position which he holds at the time of
making application for pension,unlesshe hasheld such rank or position
for a periodof one (1) yearprior to the dateof makingsuch application.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

SB 608

Amending the act of May 28, 1915 (P. L. 596), entitled “An act requiring cities of the
second class to establish a pension fund for employes of said cities, and regulating
the administration and the payment of suchpensions,” providing for increasesin the
pensionsof certain beneficiaries.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby

enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(b.1) of section4, act of May 28, 1915 (P. L.

596), entitled “An act requiring cities of the secondclass to establish
a pensionfund for employesof said cities,andregulatingthe administra-
tion and the paymentof such pensions,”amendedJuly 30, 1959 (P. L.
584), is amendedto read:

Section 4. * * *

(b.1) Any employewho had beena memberof the pensionfund prior
to the first day of June,one thousandnine hundredfifty-one, and who
had retired or was pensionedprior thereto, and whose average salary

for the last five years of his or her employmentby the city was two
hundred dollars per month or more but less than two hundred fifty
dollars per month, shall have his or her pensioncomputedon fifty-five
per centum of his or her averagesalaryduring the aforesaidfive-year
period of time andshall be paid an additional sum of [ten] twenty-two

dollars permonth. Any employewho hadbeena memberof the pension
fund prior to the first day of June,one thousandnine hundredfifty-one,
andwho hadretired or waspensionedprior thereto,whoseaveragesalary
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during the last five years of his or her employmentwith the city was
two hundredfifty dollars per month or more, shall receivea pensionof
not more than onehundredforty-sevendollars and fifty centsper month
and shall be paid an additional sum of (ten] twenty-two dollars per

month.

Section 2. Subsection(c) of section 4 of the act, amendedOctober
21, 1959 (P. L. 1331), is amendedto read:

(c) Any employe who is a memberof the pensionfund on the first
day of June,one thousandnine hundredfifty-one, and who shall retire
or be pensionedprior to the first day of July, one thousandnine hun-
dred fifty-five, and whoseaveragesalaryfor the last five yearsof his or

her employment by the city has beentwo hundreddollars a month or
more but lessthan two hundredand fifty dollarspermonth, shallhave
his or her pension computedon fifty-five per centumof his or her aver-

age salary during the aforesaidfive-year period of time and shall be
paid an additional sum of [ten] twenty-two dollars per month. Any

employewho is a memberof the pensionfund on the first day of June,

five, andwho shall retire or be pensionedthen or thereafter,and whose
averagesalary for the last five years of his or her employmentby the

saidcity hasbeenlessthan two hundredandfifty dollarspermonth,shall
have his or her pension computedon sixty per centum of his or her
averagesalary during the aforesaidfive-year period of time, but in no
event shall he or she receivea pension of less than one hundredthirty

dollars per month. Any employewho is a memberof the pensionfund
on the first day of July, one thousandnine hundredfifty-five, and who
shall retire or be pensionedthenor thereafter,and whoseaveragesalary
for the last five years of his or her employment by the said city has
been two hundredand fifty dollars or more permonth, shallhavehis or
her pension computed on fifty-five per centum of his or her average
salary during the aforesaidfive-year period of time. Any employewho
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is a memberof the pensionfund 1 on the first day of July, one thousand
nine hundredfifty-five, and who shall retire and be pensionedthen or
thereafter,and whoseaveragesalaryfor the last five yearsof his or her
employment with the said city has been two hundredand fifty dollars
or more per month, shall receivea pensionof not less thanone hundred

and fifty-one dollars and twenty-five centsper month. In the event of
the death of any personreceiving a pensionunder this act, there shall
be paid to such personor personsas he or she shall have designatedin

writing and filed with the board of pensionsas his or her beneficiary
or to his or her estatea lump sum representingthe difference, if any,
betweenthe total contributionspaid into the pensionfund by him or her
as an employe and the total pension paymentsreceivedby him or her
during his or her lifetime but such lump sum shall be paid only when
such total contributionsexceedthe total pension paymentsmade.
