AN ACT
SB 541

Relating to amendments to the Pennsylvania Constitution; imposing duties on the
Governor and other executive officers regarding the announcement of the adoption
thereof and the numbering of articles and sections of the Constitution under certain
circumstances.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby

enacts as follows:

Section 1. The officer of this Commonwealth to whom election re-
turns are required by law to be certified shall, whenever a constitutional
amendment has been on the ballot at any election, certify the result of
the election thereon to the Governor immediately upon receiving the
official returns from all counties of the Commonwealth, and the Gov-
ernor shall thereupon issue his proclamation indicating whether or not
the amendment has been adopted by a majority of the electors voting
thereon.

Section 2. Whenever an amendment of an article or of a section of
the Constitution of Pennsylvania is adopted by a majority of the electors
voting thereon without specifying an article or section number, or when-
ever any amendment is adopted bearing a number which conflicts with
the number of another article or section of the Constitution, the Gov-
ernor is hereby authorized by proclamation to specify a number for
the article or section having no number, or to change the number of
any amended article or section which bears a number which conflicts
with the number of another article or section of the Constitution.

Section 3. All proclamations issued by the Governor as authorized
by this act shall be published in the appropriate volumes of the Laws
of Pennsylvania.
