enactsas follows:

Section 1. The first paragraph‘of section 312, act of June 3, 1937
(P. L. 1225), known as “The GameLaw,” ‘is amendedto read:

Section 312. Replacementof Lost Licensesand Tags.—Any holder
of a hunter’s licensewho shall lose either the license or the tag, issued
therewith or both the license and tag, upon application to the Depart-
ment of Revenueor [other agentwho issued the same] to any issuing

agent, who after contacting the agent who issued the lost license or

who, being otherwisesatisfied of the validity of the c’aim for replace-ET
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ment, accompaniedby a sworn statementsetting forth the pertinent

facts relative theretoand the remainingportion, if any, of the original,
and the paymentof one dollar, shall be entitled to a new license and
tag of the samekind and value as the originai.
