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Section 8. The first paragraphof section 12.4 of the act, added
October21, 1955 (P. L. 117), is amendedto read:

Section 12.4. In every city of the second class, in addition to the
pensionwhich is authorizedby law [andnotwithstandingthe limitations
thereinplacedupon pensionsand uponcontributions],every contributor
who shall have otherwisebecomeentitled to the pension and who has
reachedthe age of fifty years,shall also be entitled to the paymentof a
service incrementin accordancewith and subject to the conditionshere-
inafter set forth:

* * *

Section9. All acts and parts of acts are repealedin so far as they
are inconsistentherewith.

Section 10. This act shall takeeffect immediately.

AN ACT

HB 2011

Amending the act of May 22, 1935 (P. L. 233), entitled “An act creating and
establishing a fund for the care, maintenance,and relief of aged, retired, and
disabledemployeesof the Bureauof Police in cities of the secondclass; providing
a pension fund for said employees; and providing for the payment of certain
dues, fees, assessments,fines, and appropriationsthereto; regulating membership
therein; creating a board for the management thereof; providing the amount,
mode, and manner of payment to beneficiaries thereof, and for the care and
dispositionof said fund; providing for the payment into this fund by cities of the
secondclass of all monies heretoforepayable into any other funds, organizations,
corporations, or associationshaving the same or similar purposes, and of such
additional monies as may be necessaryto carry out the provisions of this act,”
authorizing additional supplies and employes for the board; providing for addi-
tional contributions by employes; further regulating payments to beneficiaries and
their spousesand children.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby

enactsas follows: -

Section 1. Section 6, act of May 22, 1935 (P. L. 233), entitled “An
act creatingandestablishinga fund for the care,maintenance,andrelief
of aged,retired, anddisabledemployeesof the Bureauof Police in cities
of the secondclass; providing a pensionfund for said employees;and
providing for the paymentof certain dues, fees,assessments,fines, and
appropriationsthereto; regulatingmembershiptherein; creatinga board
for the managementthereof; providing the amount,mode, andmanner
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of paymentto beneficiariesthereof,and for the care and dispositionof
said fund; providing for the payment into this fund by cities of the
secondclassof all moniesheretoforepayableinto anyotherfunds, organ-
izations,corporations,or associationshavingthe sameor similar purposes,
andof suchadditional moniesasmay be necessaryto carry out thepro-
visionsof this act,” is amendedby addingat the endthereofanewpara-
graph to read:

Section 6. * * *

The board may appoint and fix the compensationof such employes

necessaryto the proper administrationof the fund, and provide for

equipment, suppliesand servicesnecessaryto the administrationof the

fund. The cost thereof shall be payablefrom the fund.

Section 2. Clause (1) of section 10 of the act, amendedJune 28,
1955 (P. L. 210), is amendedto read:

Section 10. Each member in active service shall be required—
(1) To contribute to said fund [five] six per centuin of his rated

monthlysalaryor wages,(but in no eventcontributingmorethantwenty-
five dollars per month,] which shall be deductedfrom his salary or
wages, by the city controller from the payroll for the last half of each
month,andpaid into the fund.

* * *

Section 3. Section 10.1 of the act, addedSeptember17, 1959 (P. L.
909), is amendedto read:

Section 10.1. Each person who shall become an employeeof the
Bureauof Police, after having been employedby the city other than
in the Bureauof Police, and who shall desire to have such previous
service countedfor eligibility to receivea pensionunder the provisions
of section 13 of this act, shallbe requiredto payto the fund an amount
equalto five per centum(5%) of his or her total salary or wagesthere-
tofore receivedby him or her, (but in no eventcontributingmore than
twenty-five dollars ($25) per month] for eachpreviousmonth of service
for which he receivescredit as an employeeof the city, with interestat
the rateearnedby the fund duringthe period of such prior employment:
Provided, That service to be credited which was performedafter the

effectivedate of this actshallbe paidfor at the newrate of contribution.

Full paymentof suchamountshall be a conditionprecedentto themem-
ber receivingcredit for all or anypart of said period of previousservice
for eligibility to receivea pension.Such amountshall be collectedfrom
the monthlysalary or wagesof the memberover the period of two years
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in the mannerprovidedin clause(1) of section10 of this act, or in such
mannerand period as the Boardof Managersmay determine.If, how-
ever, any such member shall be injured in the line of duty before he
shall havemadesuch full contributionfor past service,so long as the
disability continueshe or sheshall be eligible to pensionunder this act,
but any amountwhich he or she shall not yet havepaid to the fund as
a contribution for past servicesunder this sectionat the date of his or
her injury, shall be paid, if the board,in its discretion,shall so deter-
mine, in such monthly paymentsas the board may determine,which
amountsshall be deductedfrom his or her pensionas andwhenmonthly
paymentsthereof shall be made.

Section4. Section11 of the act, amendedJune19, 1961 (P. L. 476),
is amendedto read:

Section 11. When any member of the fund shall resign or be dis-
missedfrom service,or shall die while in active service, thereshall be
paid to him or to his widow, and if no widow survive, to his executor
or administrator,if his servicehasbeen terminatedby death,from the
fund, all duespaid by him into the fundwithout interest,andall monies
which the fund may havereceived under any assignmentmadeby the
said member to the fund at the time of his admissionto membership,
under the provisionsof subsection(3) of section8 hereof.

In addition, when any member of the fund shall die as a result of
injuries receivedwhile in the performanceof his duties, thereshall be

paid to his widow from the fund, monthly sums in amountswhich to-
getherwith any paymentsreceivedunder “The PennsylvaniaWorkmen’s
CompensationAct” or “The PennsylvaniaOccupationalDiseaseAct,”
will be equal to fifty per centum (50%) of his salaryat the time of his
death. [but such combinedpaymentshall not be less than two hundred
dollars ($200) per month and not more thantwo hundredfifty dollars
($250) per month.] Such monthly paymentsshall continuefor [three
hundredfifty (350)] five hundred(500) weeks,or until the widow shall

remarry, or until her death, whichevershall first occur.

In the event thereare surviving children but no widow, or after the
payments herein provided for the widow have been discontinuedby
reasonof the endof the [three hundredfifty (350)] five hundred(500)

week period or her remarriage or death, each unmarried child of the
deceasedmemberunder eighteen(18) yearsof age shall thereafterre-
ceive paymentsequal to twenty-five per centum (25%) of the payments
aboveprovidedfor the widow, but in no caseshall total paymentsto one
family be more than (two hundredfifty dollars ($250)] fifty per centum
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of his salaryat the time of his death.Where thereis only one child, the

minimummonthlypaymentsshallbesixty dollars($60). Wherethemaxi-
mum amount is payable it shall be divided equally amongthe children
entitled thereto. The paymentsfor eachchild shall terminateupon his
reachingthe age of eighteen(18) years,or his marriageor death:Pro-

vided, That the boardmaycontinueindefinitely paymentsto a dependent

incompetentchild. The paymentsshall consist of anypaymentsreceived
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sylvania Occupational Disease Act,” supplementedby the necessary
amountfrom the pensionfund.

Paymentsto the widows and childrenof memberskilled while on duty
shallbe madeon and after July 1, 1959.

In the eventthere are no surviving children or no widow entitled to
receivethe paymentsprovided for in this act, anydependentparentsof
the member shall receive the paymentsthe widow would havereceived
hadshesurvivedand not remarried.

Section 5. Sections11.1 and 11.2 of the act, addedAugust 27, 1963
(P. L. 1299), are amendedto read:

Section 11.1. Married Persons;Pension to Surviving Spouseand

DependentChildren.—

(a) Any married personwho elects in writing to be governedby the
provisionsof this amendmentand who retiresunder the provisionsof
this actshall, at the time of his retirement,receivethe pensionprovided
by this act during his lifetime and a pensionafter his death,payableto
his surviving spouseat the time of [retirement]his death,equalto fifty

per centumof his pension:Provided,That such personso retiring shall
havebeenmarried to his spousefor not less than [five] two yearsprior

to the date of [retirement] death and the spouse[is] was dependent

upon such deceasedemployeeat the time of his death.
(b) [The pension to be paid to such surviving spouseshall begin cm

the first day of the month in which the deathof the deceasedspouse
occurs or the first day of the month following the surviving spouse’s
attainmentof the age of forty-five, whicheveris the later, and shall
continue to and terminate upon the death of such surviving spouse,
unlesssuch surviving spouseshall remarry, in which eventthe payment
of the survivor’spensionshall thereuponbe terminated.]Such survivii~g

spouseshall be entitled to receive paymentscommencingthe first day

of the month in which the deathof -the deceasedspouseoccurs, and
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shallcontinueto and terminateupon the deathof suchsurviving spouse

,

unless such surviving spouseshall remarry, in which event the board

may allocate the pension to dependentchildren or parentsas provided

in this act: Provided,That in no caseshall total paymentsto a member

or his survivors or his estatebe less than the deceasedmember’scon-ET
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tribution into the fund

.

(c) In the event thereis no surviving spouse,or the surviving spouse

dies or remarries while receiving payments under this section, and

wheretherearedependentchildrenof the deceasedmemberof the fund

,

the beardmay pay to eachsuchdependentchild twenty-five per centuin

of the pensionearnedby the deceasedmemberuntil the age of eighteen

or marriage or death: Provided,That the board may indefinitely con-ET
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tinue paymentsto a dependentincompetentchild

.

Where the sumspayableto dependentchildren underthis sectionare

equalto the maximumpensionto which the widow would be entitled,it

shall be divided equally amongthe children entitled thereto

.

In the eventthereare no surviving children or no widow entitled to

receive the paymentsprovidedfor in this act, anydependentparentsof

the deceasedmembershall receivethemonthlypaymentsthe widowwould

have received had shesurvived and not remarried.

[(c)](d) The word “pension”as used in this sectionshallbe construed

to mean the sum of the pension provided by this act plus the amount
of service increment,if any, to which the married personretiring shall
be entitled.

((d) When any surviving spouse receivespaymentsunder the pro-
visionsof this section,such surviving spouseshall not be entitled to any
withdrawal or contributionsmade into the Police PensionFund by the
deceasedemployee,nor shall the children,parentsor estateof the de-
ceasedemployeebe entitled to a refund of said contributions.]

Section 11.2. (a) A surviving spouseof any active member of the
Police PensionFund who:

(1) at the time of his deathwas in active servicewith the city; and
(2) bad electedto be governedby the provisionsof this amendment;

and
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(3) had completedat least twenty years’ service; [and] or

(4) had [attained the age of fifty years] otherwisequalified fora

pension shall be entitled to survivorship benefits equal to fifty per

centum of the pensionwhich would have been payable to such active
memberhad he retired at the date of his death: Provided, That such
employeeshall havebeenmarried to his spousefor not lessthan [five]
two yearsprior to the dateof his deathand that the spousewasdepen-

dent upon such deceasedemployeeat the time of his death.

(b) Suchsurviving spouseshall be entitled to receivepayments[com-
mencing the first day of the month next following the death of the

deceasedspouseor upon the first dayof the monthwhen the surviving
spouseattainsthe ageof forty-five, whicheveris later, andsuchpayment
shall continueto and terminateupon the deathof suchsurviving spouse:
Provided, however, That in the event that such surviving spouseshall
remarry, the paymentof the survivorship pension shall thereuponbe

terminated] as provided in subsections(b) and (c) of section 11.1 of

this act.

(c) The word “pension” as used in this section shall be construedto
mean the sum of the pensionunder the termsof this act, including the
amount of service increments,if any, to which the deceasedmemberof
the Police PensionFund would havebeen entitled had he retired upon
the dateof his death.

[(d) When any surviving spouse receivespaymentsunder the pro-
visions of this section,suchsurviving spouseshall not be entitled to any
withdrawal of contributionsmade into the Police PensionFund by the
deceasedemployees,nor shall the estateof the deceasedbe entitled to

a refund of said contributions.]

Section6. Clause(5) of section13 of the act, amendedJune19, 1961
(P. L. 458), is amendedto read:

Section 13. Membersof the fund shallbe eligible to receivepensions
from said fund as follows—

* * *

(5) [Any] In addition to applicantseligible for pensionpursuantto

section11 of this act, any member,who hasbeenadmittedto membership

in this fund, who has become totally and permanentlydisabled after
fifteen years-of service, shall be entitled to said pension.Any member
(having served less than fifteen years,] who has become totally and

permanentlydisabledby reasonof injury sustainedin the actual per-
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formance of duty, shall be entitled to such pension. [payments in

amountswhich, together with any paymentshe receivesunder The
PennsylvaniaWorkmen’sCompensationAct or The PennsylvaniaOccu-
pationalDiseaseAct will equalfifty percentof his final salary, provided
such combined paymentsshall be not less than two hundred dollars
($200) per month and not more than two hundredfifty dollars ($250)
per month.] Such service shall include service in the armed forces of
the United Statesin time of war, armed conflict, or active service in

the PennsylvaniaState Militia, whenit. has beenmobilized for internal
police duty. Proof of total and permanentdisability shall consistof the
sworn statementof threepracticing physiciansdesignatedby the board
that the employe is in a permanentcondition of health which would
totally disablehim or her from performing the dutiesof his or herposi-
tion or office. Oncea year, the boardof pensionsmay require a disability
pensionerto undergo,or the disability pensionermay demand,amedical
examinationby three physiciansappointedby the boardand approved

by the civil servicecommissioners,and shouldsuch physiciansthereupon
report and certify to the board that such beneficiaryis no longer inca-
pacitated,and should the pension boardconcur in suchreport, the pen-

sion paymentsto such beneficiaryshallbe discontinued,and the benefici-
ary shall be reinstatedto the position he formerly held or be returned

to activeduty in the nextvacancythatoccurs:Provided,That thebene-
ficiary hasbeenfound to be fully qualified to perform the dutiesrequired
in the position to which reinstatementor appointmentis made.

Paymentsfor disability shall be made on or after July 1, 1959.

Section 7. Section 14 of the act, amendedSeptember17, 1959 (P. L.
909), is amendedto read:

Section 14. [Pensionspaid under the provisions of this act to bene-
ficiaries who retire on or afterJanuaryone, one thousandnine hundred
fifty-six, shall equalnot lessthan fifty per centumof the amountwhich
would constitute the averagemonthly salary or wagesreceivedby the

beneficiary as an employeeof the Bureauof Police during the highest
paid five years in which time such beneficiarymade monthly contribu-
tions to the pension fund prior to his or her retirement. In the event
that any employeehas not beenemployedin the Bureauof Police for
at least five years,but is otherwiseentitled to a pension,suchemployee’s
pensionshall equal not less than fifty per centum of the amount which
would constitute the averagemonthly salary or wagesreceivedby the
beneficiaryas an employeeof the Bureauof Police but in no eventshall

such pension be less than two hundreddollars per month. No pension
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paid pursuantto this section shall be computedon a monthly salaryor
wage in excess-of five hundreddollars nor shall a pensionbe paid for a
fraction of a service year. A service yearshall be computedfrom the
dateof employmentof the employee.]Beneficiariesunder the fund, who

retire or who becomeeligible to receivea pensionallowanceon or after

the effective date of this amendment,shall be entitled to receivefrom

the fund, per month, an amountequallingfifty per centumof the aver-ET
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age monthly salary earned by the contributor as an employe of the

Bureauof Police of the city during any five calendaryearsof serviceor

the last sixty months immediatelyprecedingretirement. If any employe

hasnot beenemployedin the Bureauof Police at leastfive years,but is

otherwiseentitled to a pension,such employe’spension shall equalnot

less than fifty per centum of the amount which would constitute the

averagemonthly salaryor wagesreceivedby the beneficiary as an em-ET
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ploye of the Bureauof Police. Pensionpaymentsshall alwaysbe payable

on the third working day of eachmonth and shall be for the preceding
month.

Section 8. The act is amendedby adding after section 14.4, a new
section to read:

Section 14.5. Any personpreviouslyon retirementpensionwho is re-ET
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employed and reinstatedas a member of the fund shall, at the time of

his later retirement,be entitled to any increasein pension which has

beenprovided for by amendmentto the law prior to such later retire-ET
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ment.

Section 9. All acts and parts of acts inconsistentherewith are re-
pealed.

Section10. This actshall take effect immediately.
