The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The headingof subdivision (n) of Article XXI, act of
July 28, 1953 (P. L. 723), known as the “SecondClass CountyCode,”
addedJuly 8, 1957 (P. L. 554), is amendedto read:

(n) SurplusFoods and Food Stamp Program.

Section 2. Subdivision (n) of Articla XXI of the act is amendedby
adding after section2198, a new sectionto read:

Section 2198.1 Food StampProgram.—Theboardof commissioners

of any county of the second class may by resolution adopt the food

stamp program. Upon adoption of the programthe county shall appro-ET
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priate money and shall pay, quarterly from county funds, the amounts

certified to the county as being the obligations to the Departmentof

Public Welfare for thirty percent of the amount expendedby the

department for administration of the food stamp program for the

countyduring the fiscal year1965-1966,for forty percentof the amount

expendedduring the fiscal year 1966-1967aiid for fifty percent of the

amount expendedduring the fiscal year 19g7~1968and thereafter.

Section 3. This act shall take effect immediately.

Amending the act of April 12, 1951 (P. L. 90), entitled “An act relating to alcoholic
liquors, alcohol and malt andbrewedbeverages;amending,revising, consolidatingand
changing the laws relating thereto; regulating and restricting the manufacture,
purchase, sale, possession,consumption, importation, transportation, furnishing,
holding in bond, holding in storage, traffic in and use of alcoholic liquors, alcohol
andmalt andbrewed beveragesand thepersonsengagedor employedtherein;defining
the powersanddutiesof the PennsylvaniaLiquor Control Board; providing for the
establishmentand operation of State liquor stores, for the payment of certain
license fees to the respectivemunicipalities and townships, for the abatementof
certain nuisancesand, in certain cases, for searchand seizure without warrant;
prescribingpenaltiesandforfeitures;providing for local option, andrepealingexisting
laws,” authorizing licenses for the retail sale of liquor and malt and brewed
beveragesm stadiumscreatedunderand in compliancewith the “Public Auditorium
Authorities Law” under certain terms and conditions; making certain provisions
inapplicableto sales in suchauditoriums.
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The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 463, act of April 12, 1951 (P. L. 90), known as
the “Liquor Code,” is amendedby addingafter subsection(a), a newsub-
section to read:

Section 463. Placesof AmusementNot To Be Licensed;Penalty.—
* * *

(a.1) Nothing contained in subsection(a) of this section shall be

construedas denying to the boardthe right to granta club or restaurant

liquor or malt and brewedbeveragelicenseto ‘a club or restaurantwhich

hasaclubhouseor restaurantlocatedin a stadiumcreatedand operated

under and in compliancewith the act of July 29, 1953 (P. L. 1034)

,

known as the “Public Auditorium Authorities Law,” having seating

capacity of twenty-five thousand(25,000)or more and used principally

for eventsat which athletescompeteor other types of performersenter-ET
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tain. The club or restaurantliquor or malt and brewedbeveragelicense

aforementionedshall be subject to all the conditionsand restrictions

applicableto such licensesandlicensesfor placesof amusement,except

the aboveprohibition againstanypassagewayor communicationbetween

such licensedpremisesand the placeof amusement.
* * *

Section 2. All acts and partsof acts are repealedin so far as they
are inconsistentherewith.

Section3. This act shall take effect immediately.

Amending the act of March 10, 1949 (P. L. 30), entitled “An act relating to the
public school system, including certain provisions applicable as well to private and
parochial schools;amending,revising, consolidatingand changingthe laws relating
thereto,” providing for the employmentof independentauditorsand the application
of generallyacceptedauditing standardsby such independentauditorswho shall be
certified public accountantsor competentpublic accountants.
