Section 1. Section 411, act of May 1, 1933 (P. L. 103), known as
“The Second Class Township Code,” reenactedand amendedJuly 10,
1947 (P. L. 1481) and amendedMay 3, 1965 (Act No. 30) (P. L. 36),

is amendedto read:
Section 411. Auditors.—At eachmunicipal election, the electors of

each t~ownshipshall elect one auditor to serve for a term of six years
from the first Monday of Januarynext following his election.

No auditor shallat the sametime hold any otherelective or appointive
townshipoffice in the townshipin which he is employedasan auditor, and

no auditor shall at the sametime hold any other elective or appointive
school district office or employment in [the] any school district of the

[township in which he is employed as an auditor.] second, third or

fourth class if he auditsany finances or any funds belonging to or con-ET
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trolled by the school district.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
