PROCLAMATION

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT — ARTICLE V, SECTION28

WHEREAS,JointResolutionNo. 6 of the 1965 Sessionof theGeneralAssembly
of Pennsylvaniaproposedto amendArticle V of thePennsylvaniaConstitutionby
addinga new Section28 theretoauthorizingtheGeneralAssemblyto requirethe
completionof a courseof training andeducationby newly electedjustices of the
peaceandaldermenwho havenot beenadmittedto practicelaw in theCommon-
wealth;thesaidnewsectionto readasfollows:

“Section28. The GeneralAssemblymay, by generallaw, provide that a course
of training andeducationbe completedby justices of the peaceand aldermen
hereafterselectedwho havenot beenadmittedto practice law in this Common-
wealth. The requiredcourse of training and education shall not exceedthree
months’ duration, onemonth of which shall be takenafter their electionandprior
to their assumingoffice. The remainingtwo monthsof trainingandeducationshall
be taken immediately after assumingoffice. Their jurisdiction shall extend to
summaryoffensesonly prior to completion of the requiredcourse. Personswho
have servedas justices of the peaceor aldermenprior to the adoption of this
amendmentshall not be requiredto take this course. The requiredcourseshall
beat thecostof theCommonwealth.”;and

theaforesaidday;

NOW, THEREFORE,I, RaymondP. Shafer,Governorof theCommonwealth
of Pennsylvania,do proclaim and pronouncethat the aforesaid constitutional
amendmentwasadoptedby amajority of the electorsvoting thereonon November
8, 1966.

PROCLAMATION

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT — ARTICLE XVI

WHEREAS,JointResolutionNo. 3 of the 1965 Sessionof theGeneralAssembly
of Pennsylvaniaproposedto amendthePennsylvaniaConstitution by repealing
the existingArticle XVI thereof andreplacingthesamewith a new Article XVI
providing that certain unusedcorporate chartersissued prior to 1874 be void;
certain chartersbe subject to the Constitution; authorizing the revocation and
amendmentor repealof chartersandproviding the time of paymentfor property
takenby eminentdomain; thesaidsubstitutedarticle to readas follows:

“Section 1. Certain Unused Charters Void. — The charters and privileges
grantedprior to 1874 to private corporationswhich had not beenorganizedin
good faith andcommencedbusinessprior to 1874shall be void.

“Section 2. Certain Chartersto be Subject to the Constitution.— Private cor-
porationswhich haveacceptedor accepttheConstitution of this Commonwealth
or thebenefitsof any law passedby theGeneralAssembly after 1873 governing
the affairs of corporationsshall hold their charterssubject to the provisions of
theConstitutionof this Commonwealth.
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“Section 3. Revocation,Amendment and Repealof Chartersand Corporation
Laws. — All chartersof privatecorporationsand all presentand future common
or statutorylaw with respectto the formationor regulationof privatecorporations
or prescribingpowers, rights, duties or liabilities of private corporationsor their
officers, directorsor shareholdersmay be revoked,amendedor repealed.

“Section 4. Compensationfor Property Taken by CorporationsUnder Right
of Eminent Domain.— Municipal and other corporations invested with the
privilege of taking private property for public useshall make just compensation
for property taken, injured or destroyedby the constructionor enlargementof
their works, highwaysor improvementsandcompensationshall be paid or secured
beforethetaking, injury ordestruction.”; and

WHEREAS, The said Joint Resolution was passedby two successiveGeneral
Assembliesof Pennsylvania,and

WHEREAS,.The aforesaidproposedconstitutional amendmentwas submitted
for approval by the qualified electorsof the Commonwealthat an election held
on November8, 1966;and

WHEREAS, The Secretaryof the Commonwealthhas certified to me that the
aforesaidproposedconstitutionalamendmentwas approved by the electorateon
theaforesaidday;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, RaymondP. Shafer,Governorof theCommonwealth
of Pennsylvania,do proclaim and pronounce that the aforesaid constitutional
amendmentwasadoptedby a majority of theelectorsvoting thereonon November
8, 1966.
